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other fabrics, is only . an increased value they receive by being ex-

ported, and returned to us in that shape. Hence, the exportation of

370,000 dollars worth of tobacco or cotton, should it return to us

740,000 dollars in European silks and cloth, is still the original

cargo of tobacco or cotton, as nothing but these have been paid for

them; but, in the first instance, he who manufactures either the to-

bacco, flour, or cotton, is compelled to take into consideration the

capital employed, and then the balance is his gain; but in the fur

trade, and the whale fisheries, there is in the one little capital, in the

other, none.

Under the strongest belief that, by a new organization of the sys-

tem of Indian trade, comprehending a settlement on the Columbia
river, that great benefits would result to the citizens of the republic,

whilst the aborigines would be bettef protected and provided fo/, by
instructing tLem in agriculture and the minor branches of the me-
rJianic arts, the Committee £Wk leave t» report a bill.
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
