AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN
BANK 1S TOTTERING

Gold Reserve a¥ Vanishing
Point and Loans to Govern-
ment Increase Greatly.

Zurich, Feb, 10.—After an interval of
nearly three and one-half years the
Austro-Hungarian Bank has published its
returns. These show a note.circulation
at the end of 1913 of 2,490,000,000 erowns.
In 1914 the amount was 5,200,000,000; in
1915, 7,200,000,000; in 1916, 10,890,000,000;
in. 1917, 18,440,000,000. The average
monthly increase in 1915 was 186,000,000,
which poge to 640,000,000 in 1917,

Meanwhile -the gold reserve to cover
this circulation steadily has decreased at
a rate which threatens its. total.extinc-
tion. In 1914 it was 22.9 per cent. of
the note circulation; in 1815, 9.4; in 19186,
2.8, and in 1917 only 1.8 per cent.

As the gold reserve has decreased the
loans of the bank to the Austrian end

ungarian Governments have increased
enormously. In 1915 they amounted to
$25,000,000, or seven per cent. of the
note circulation. In 1916 they amounted
to 5,299,000,000 crowns, or 48.8 per cent.
of the note circulation. At the end of
1911 they totaled 13,690,000,000, or 76.1 per
cent.

Attempts are now being made to re-
duce the note circulation by issuing inter-
est-bearing bonds by the Austro-Hun-
garian Bank.
