TARES Kk AODED DUTIES

Communicates With Roosevelt, Thru
Witte--Russian Favor to u.s.
Exporters.

Oyster Bay, Sept. 10.—At the confer-
ence last night between President
Rooseveit and the Russian peace éen-
voys, Mr. Witte, by direction of the
Emperor of Russia, presented to the
president the following communication:

“Some years ago in consequence of
a misunderstanding in the preparation
of the most favored nation clause, there
were established in Russia on several
articles of American production cus-
toms duties on a higher sgcale than
those levied on the same articles when
imported from other countries.

“His majesty, the Emperor of Rus-
sta, has commanded me to inform the
president of the United States that he
bas been pleased to order the discon-
tinuance of the levying of such high-
or duties on American products in order
that henceforth the American maniu-
facturers should pay the same duties
as importers from other countries.”
