A good deal had been left out of the
speech from the throne—that was to
be expected. In the speech there had
been no reference to a bill for a re-
peal of the tax on corporations, so
stoutly advocated during the opposi-
tion life of the present government.
Likewise he noticed that there wag no
reference to the promised reduction of
the succession duties, or the aboli-
tion of the public works department or
the repeal of the office of clerk of for-
estry.
