Duties Increased From 20 to 100 Per
Cent.—Preference Not Substantial. -

LONDON, Aug. 9.—The average pre-
terence granted t' home country by
Australia is from 5 to ]0 per cent. on

the new tariff, which increases the
duty from 20 to 456 per cent. and in
some cases 100 per cent.

Free traders here laugh at it, while
tariff reformers, on second thoughts,
receive it with no great enthusiasm.
As one tariff journal points out, the
tariff must be modified extraordinar-

as generous as Canada, adding that
free traders should not be disappoint-
ed at the loss, ‘since they pointblank’
refused the greater benefits at the im-
perial conference.
