NEW YORK, July 4.—Twenty-six
chiiaren have died from the epidemic
of infantile paralysis in New York
within the last twenty-four hours, ac-
cerding to an announcement made this
afternoon by Dr. Haven merson,
health commission. In rooklyn
alone, 191 new cases were reported for
observation,

Thirty extra medical inspectors were
summoned at noon and sent out to
investigate reports ©of additionak
cases, More than 100 persons, among
them two adults, now have died of
the disease since the epidemic began
on June 26.
