Business condition® wjll improve from 
now on in the opinion of members of 
the committee on statistics and stan­
dards of the chamber of commerce of 
the United States, which has Just com­
pleted its survey of the business sit­
uation in January.
Douglas, chairman of this committee, 
in a statement issued tonight, asserts 
that reports received indicate a 
growing sentiment that business will 

Improve to the spring, but there is no 
indication that there is going to be 
any sudden return to prosperity.

Mr. Douglas reports that farmers 
are gradually bringing their produce 
Into market and that bankers thru- 
out the country are extending money 
and credit to farmers and dealers.

“The most convincing evidence that 
we are on the highroad to recovery,” 
Mr. Douglas says, “is found in the 
universal report, brought toy travel­
ing salesmen from every section of
