BRIDGE WRECKED
BY DYNAMITE
EXPLOSION

Huge New Bridge on New
York, New Haven and Hart-
ford Railway Blown Up,
Probably by Strikers.

Geneva, N. Y., May 21.—A new bridge un-
der construction in Harlem branch of the
New York, New Haven and Hartford Rail-
road at Baychester, was wrecked by dyna-
miters to-day. A charge of fifty pounds of
the explosive was discharged under the first
span, twisting the huge girders and prac-
tically wrecking the whole. structure. To-
day's outrage followed an unsuccessful at-
tempt to wreck a bridge on the same rail-
road over the Harlem river early yesterday.

The bridge was a modern steel structure
which had been erected over the tracks near
Baychester Station for foot and vehicle traf-
fic and for many months had been the scene
of almost constant labor troubles. It is al-
leged that striking workmen have made fre-
quent threats to blow up the bridge unless
their grievances were adjusted, and as a
result two watchmen have been on guard
at the bridge every night. After the last
attempt to destroy the other bridge, another
watchman was added to the force and all
three were on duty last night. Just at dawn
there came a flash near the first span, fol-
lowed by a terrific report and the grinding
and tearing of the great steel girders. Two
of the watchmen, who were within fifty feet
of the end of the bridge, were thrown to the
ground. Hundreds of windows in the vicin-
ity were broken. As the watchmen scram-
bled to their feet they saw two men dashing
away through the semi-darkness. A fusilade
of shéts was dent after them, but none
reached the mark,

Experts who viewed the work of the wreck-
ers are unanimous that at least fifty pounds
of dynamite must have been placed under
the abutment work on the south end of the
bridge. It is belleved that it will take two
months to repair the damage done.

DESERTER GETS LONG TERM

San Francisco, May 21.—Fifteen years’
imprisonment in the United States mili-
tary prison is the fate of deserter David
Sheehan, the most notorious deserter the
army has known.

Shehan first entzred the army July 28,
1898, under the name of J. J. Adams,
and was assigned to the 3lst company
Coast Artillery Corps. Three days later
he deserted. Under the aliases of James
Alvord, J. J. Adams, James Allen and
George F. Russell, he re-enlisted at many
different places, among them being Baker-
field, Los Angeles and Fort Leavenworth.
All told he enlisted eleven times and ten
times got away with uniforms, which it
is supposed he sold.

Before the court martial he was tried
on seven charges, six for desertion in
time of peace and ome for departing in
time of war.

LEGISLATURE HEARD BOTH
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SIDES OF THE WORKMEN’S
- COMPENSATION ACT TODAY

W. Frank Hatheway and O | rs Make Urgent Plea for Its
Adoption While Fred R. Taylor, J. A. Likely, C. J. Osman,

and Others Oppose It---

Fredericton, N. B., May 21 (Special).—
A deputation of mill owners, manufactur-
ers and other employers of labor from St.
John attended before the legislature this
morning to express their objection to the
provisions of the bill in amendment of
the workmen’s compensation act 1903, at
present before ‘the house.

Fred R. Taylor, addressing the members,
submitted that the effect of the bill was
to make the employer the insurer of all
labor. It had many times been shown
in the casé coming before the courts that
the employer .was more often than not
compelled to pay damages for any injuries
his workmen might have received tor
which the employer could not in any way
be . held responsible and notwithstanding
that he might have taken all the pre-
cautions possible to provide the most com-
plete and up to date machinery the jury
being, more often than not, of the same
class as the workmen naturally sympa-
thized with him at the expense of the
employer. Many references had been
n-ade in the discussion on the bill to the
English act and it had been said that the
provisions of the bill were nothing like
as drastic as the English act but there
was one feature in the English act which
was absent from this bill which was. the
liberty of reference- to arbitration. This
province was not in such a position as
would justify it in adopting legislation
of the class under . discussion. Public
opinion was not yet ripe for it. It had
not. been found necessary in Ontario " a
province which employed a considcrably
larger number of workmen than N. B.

CLEVELAND STRIKE
- TO BE DECLARED OFF

Question of Seniority Will be
Left to Arbitrators.

Cleveland, O., May 21., Apparently the
last obstacle in the way of a peaceful
settlement of the pending car strike in
this city was removed yesterday when the
employes of the old Forest City Company,
the original three cent' fare line, agreed
to leave their seniority rights in the hands
of the arbitrators. This has been the chief
bone of contention between the Union
leaders and President Dupont of the
Municipal Traction Company, since the
beginnig of the present trouble. Presi-
dent Dupont has insisted throughout that
he would give the Forest City men, who
stood by the company and refused to
strike, the first choice of’runs.

With this impediment removed it is
thought an agreement will certainly be
reached today at which all the difficulti-
es at issue will be submitted to arbi-
tration and the strike declared off. While
many lawless acts were perpetrated dur-
ing the night by strike sympathizers, no
person was seriously hurt, a half dozen
cars were damaged by the explosion of
dynamite and one or two persons were
slightly cut by broken window glass.

A COLLEGE PRANK
HAD SERIOUS
ENDING

Columbia Student Shot While
Attempting to Break Into a
Candy and Soda Water Store
and May Die.

New York,s May 21.—As the result of
a college prank, which the police allege
took the form of an attempt to break
into a candy booth which had been re-
peatedly robbed, Edward H. Cook, of Al-
bany, a freshman - student in Columbia
University is in the J. Hood Wright Hos-
pital today with a bullet wound behind
his left ear. Cook is eighteen years old
and the son of John T. Cook, former
district atto'ney of Albany county and
one of the best known members of the
Albany bar. '

Howard T. Cole, of Brewsters, N. Y.,
also a freshman of Columbia who was
a companion of Cook in the prank, is a
prisoner in the 125th street police station
and is charg:d with att:mptad burglary.
Young Cook was shot by policeman John
Harton, who discovered Cook and Cole in
what the police say was an attempt to

break into a candy booth and soda water
store in' West 123rd street, near Riverside,
Drive last night.

At the appearance of the poiiceman the
boys started to run but Cole stopped
when Harton fired a shot in the air.
Young Cook . continued to run and was
about to dodge into a hallway when Har-
ton shot him in the head.

At the hospital today it was stated that
Cook was conscious and did not then ap-
pear to be in a serious condition, but the
bullet had not been located and the dan-
ger and extent of the wound not be det-
ermined until the physicians have made a
more complete examination than was pos-
eible last night. It is mot known whether
the bullet entered the skull or lodged in
the bone behind the ear.

ITHE DREDGING ENQUIRY

Ottawa, Ont., May 21.—(Special.)—Be-
fore the public accounts committee this
morning, W. H. Bennett examined the
public works district engineer at Toronto.

The greatest of all the buildings are
the immense locomotive shops which in-
clude various departments for' locomotive
erection and repair. The structural steel
of this great structure is now all erect-
ed and the concrete work is being gone
ahead with rapidly. The shops, when
completed, will be one of the finest lay-
outs in- Canada, if not in America. All
the shops are built of solid concrete, and
interiors finished in white, lighted by
hundreds of windows and heated by the
hot blast system. There are over six
hundred men at present working on the
big' undertaking.

CANADIAN BANK STATEMENT

Ottawa, Ont., May 21 (Special).—The
April bank statement shows a slight con-
traction of business as compared with
March. This is not unusual in April when
more or less uncertainty prevails as to
building operations, etc. Notes in circula-
tion were $60,712,899 as against $69,047,-
892 in March. The deposits payable on
demand were $154,566,281 as against $148,-
665,791, and the notice deposits $397,305,-
435 just about the same as in March.
There was a shrinkage in current loans
in Canada from $549,000,000 to $539,000,000.
The total assets stand at $909,000,000 in
round numbers against $915,000,000 and
the total liabilities at $730,750,000 millions
against 736,000,000.
