More than ordinary interest attaches to 
the home coming of F. Augustus Heinze, 
for the reason that he is reported to have 
been hob-knobbing with his ancient enemies, 
William Rockefeller and James Stillman, 
during his brief sojourn abroad,. That these 
warring personalities should get on speak­
ing terms is of itself an event of genuine 
news interest. For seven years or more they 
have been engaged in bitterest litigation over 
the possession of immensely valuable min­
ing properties in and around tfierOlty or 
Butte, Mont. During the progress of the 
struggle the politics of the state were cor­
rupted and millions of dollars .were spent by 
each side to win the victory. The Standard 
Oil party, which controls the Amalgamated 
Copper Company, was unrelenting in its.de­
termination to beat Heinze out and force 
him to relinquish his hold on the mines_ne 
claimed as hie own, while on his part the 
picturesque Heinze battled for self preserva­
tion in a manner to command admiration. 
He developed an amazing resourcefulness 
and eventualy established his right and 
title to the mines in controversy. There are 
still more than 100 cases pending in the Mon­
tana courts between these litigants, but they 
relate in the main to disputes over 
taken out and sold. The aggregate money 
involved in these 100 cases is several mil­
lion dollars, but in comparison with the is­
sues already settled by recent decisions they 
are not considered vital or even important. 
For months past there has been no apparent 
disposition on either part to force trial in 
any of the pending causes.

Throughout the long years of struggle ef­
forts have been made repeatedly to effect a 
compromise. There have been times when 
the Amalgamated party would have paid 
Heinze for his interest, but it was impos­
sible to reach an agreement as to price. Once 
Heinze would have taken $6,000.000 for his 
mine, but the Standard Oil crowd refused to 
go above $4,000,000, it is said. That was as 
near as the factions ever came to reaching 
an agreement. Very soon thereafter Heinze 
raised his price to $10,000,000 and at the 
present time, he says it would take a good
