MANOR HOUSE S
PREY TO FLANES

Fine Old Building, Scene of
Many Happy Gatherings,
Destroyed Today.

The Manor House, one of the oldest
landmarks in the vicinity of this city,
was destroyed by fire about noon to-

day. John Jackson, the present owner, |

who lives alone in the building, and
who operates it as an inn, was in the
city purchasing supplies at the time the
fire was seen between 12 and 1 o’clock
by Walter Pederson, a neighbor. Mr.

#Pederson and some of the other neigh-

bors hurried to the scene, but the fire
had made such great headway that it
was useless to attempt to save the
building. Breaking in some of the
doors and windows, however, they
managed to salvage a portion of the
furmture, china and glassware and sil-
ver. Before an hour the entire interior
of the house was a charred mass of
embers. At 2 o'clock the ruins were
still smouldering. ‘The walls, which

‘were of stone, were standing.

The Manor House was built between
100 and 125 years ago by the Cudlip
family, who occupied it for ome time.
It then passed into the hands of the
Gilberts and was in their. possession
until about nine or ten years ago when
it was purchdsed by Hon. Wm.
Pugsley. 7

French Decision Makes

v

New Complications At
Lausanne Conference

Will Not Leave So Long as There is Prospect of
Agreement—Would Concede More to Turks—
“Flagrant Violation’"is British View.

(Canadian Press)

Lausanne, Jan. 81—The French dele-
gation has announced that it can not
consent to leave Lausanne so long as
there are prospects of agreement with
Turkey. This has led to complications
among the allies which brought the
Near East conference today to the
brink of a greater impasse than had
been anticipated for “treaty day.” :

The French decision, which was un-
derstood to have the support of ‘the
Italian delegation, was further cpn-
firmed by a message to M. Bompard
from Paris declaring that France was
willing to make further concessions to
the Turks and that she did not con-
sider the Allied treaty as definitive.

The British received the French an-
nouncement as a “flagrant violation of
the mutual understanding arrived at
by the Allied plenipotentiaries only a
few days ago.” This agreement pro-
vided that if Turkey did not sign the
treaty upon its presentation today, the
powers would withdraw, leaving a few
experts to supply the' Angora repre-
sentatives with any desired information.
The plan contemplated the return of
the main delegations if and when the
Turks agreed to sign.

The Turks spent the night formulat-
ing counter proposals to the treaty.
They described the Allied terms as
worse than anything they had ex-
pected, calling particular atteption to
the provision for a system of “legal
advisers.” This, 'they say, was
“absolutely unacceptable.”

Later Lord Curzon announced it
would be impossible completely to gat-
isfy the Turkish requirements as to
time, but personally he was ready to
remain at Lausanne until Sunday even-

ing.
