Moncton, Dec. 18.—The annual meet­

ing of the Wesmorland county teachers 
institute was convened in the Victoria 
school building this morning. Fifty- 
four teachers from all parts of the county 
were present. The meeting was called 
to order by the President, J. ti. A. Bel- 
yea; after enrollment, secretary-treasurer 
Irons submitted a report showing the 
receipts of last year $18,90. Balance 
handed in by late treasurer $17,46, total 
$36,36, expenses for the year $7,12, leav­
ing a balance on band of $29,23. The 
report was received.

The election of officers resulted as 
follows : President, Geo. J. Oulton, of 
Dorchester ; Vice-president, Miss Mary 
Fawcett, of Sackville ; Sec.-treasurer, 
Chas. Avard of Sackville. Executive 
committee comprises the officers elect 
and Miss Dumas, of Botsford, and S. W. 
Irons, of Moncton.

The retiring president gave a short 
address taking for his subject " The 
necessity of self improvement in teach­
ers” Teachers, he said needed improve­
ment, physically, and mentally. 
Physically, so that they could throw all 
their energies into the subject; mentally 
so that they could keep themselves in 
position on current events and topics 
of the day and be enabled to impart to 
pupils information outside of the 
regular routine,and spiritually to enable 
teachers to have self-control, and by 
their actions lead their pupils to 
lives. The institute adjourned till 2 p. 
m., when a paper on “Arithmetic in un­
graded schools” will be read by Amos 
O’Blennis and one on “Useful knowledge” 
by Geo. J. Oulton.

A public meeting will be held in the 
Opera house tonight at which Prof 
Weldon M. P. and the resident clergy­
men are expected to speak.
