Paris, Jan, 1.—This city is to-day on 
the verge of a panic, for .so fatal is "la 
grippe” that the death rate has bounder 
to the startling figures of the cholera 
days. Up to Friday night the official 
returns shr-wed that there had been 1,- 
055 deaths from the epedemic. Wed­
nesday 318 victims went to the grave. 
Thursday 393 and Friday 344.

Undertakers are issuing notice that 
they are too busy to make anything but 
plain oak or deal coffins. Not a family in 
Paris seems to have escaped the disease. 
In some cases all the members of the 
household are prostrated at the same 
time ; in others the servants have been 
seized .and employers have had te attend 
-to their own wants. ThaCompajpiethw 
Pompes Funebres,which has the mcettpov 
ly of burials, finds itself unable to meet 
the demands upon it, and has obtained 
leave from the authorities to dispense 
with the decorations of houses and 
churches with funeral draperies.

Frenchmen are just waking up to the 
truth that the officials have been conceal­
ing tha facts connected_with the influ­
enza epidemic. Ever since the disease 
set in the official Comité d’Hygiene, 
through the medium of Drs. Brouardel 
and Proust, have been repeating over and 
over again that the present -epidemic is 
not serious and that it could not under 
any circumstances endanger human life 
and that no prophylactic measures were 
called for,

The official report of these gentlemen, 
printed some time ago, related principal­
ly to cases of its first appearance in Paris, 
when the symptoms were not nearly so 
dangerous as they are now. Then they 
reported that while generally the in­
fluenza lasted from six to eight days, in 
the cases they had examined the people 
attacked could go back to work in two or 
three days, and that there was shown to 
be an absence of the phenomena of con­
gestion of the respiratory organs.

The cause they thought to be in atmos­
pheric influence or change. The two 
physicians telegraphed at the time to St. 
Petersburg, and from there they also 
learned tha t the disease was attributed 
to frequent changes of temperature and 
it was not considered contagious. Drs. 
Bronardel and Proust concluded their re­
port by saying:

“The epidemic is not a kind to cause 
any alarm and it does not permit of any 
special preventive or prophylactic meas­
ure.”

BUTTER WORTH’S CHECK.

Hew He Proposes to Make Canada a 
Port of the United States.

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

Washington/Jan. 1.—Butterworth in 
an interview on the intention of the bill 
providing for unrestricted reciprocity 
"between Canada and the United States 
said:

That the tariff of the United States 
must be revised is conceded on all 
rands, and it is understood that it will 
be allowed to perform none other than 
its proper and legitimate functions, 
viz.: the raising of revenue and the 
equalization of conditions. In other 
words, where the conditions are equal, as 
between Canada and 
States, or where we have the advan­
tage,
a protective tariff is absolutely defence­
less. It becomes an oppressive interfer­
ence with the natural and healthful 
course of trade. It is interesting to 
observe the gigantic efforts that are be­
ing put forth to build up a commerce 
with the South American nations, with a 
people 3000 miles away; while at the 
same time an equal effort is being 
made to hamper and restrict a more 
advantageous trade with people of 
our own lineage and language, who 
live almost within sight of us. There 
are many indications that the growth of 
sentiment in favor of an extension of 
commerce beyond our own borders \ is 
universal, and the cry for free trade with 
countries such as Canada is losing its 
terror and can no longer be used as a 
shibboleth to ignore the advantages of 
an unrestricted, reciprocity with people 
who have got something to sell 
that we want to buy, and who 
want to buy very badly things that we 
have got to sell. In the last presidential 
campaign the victory was won in a con­
flict between two policies. The cry of 
protection against free trade may have 
been proper enough, while the conflict 
existed between the two policies as such 
Now, however, we 
with schedules and rates of duty. As to 
Canada, we already hold advantage 
ground in the field of industrial develop­
ment, and to break down the barriers is 
only to enlarge our opportunities and ex­
tend the area of our profits. It should 
also multiply our facilities for foreign 
trade, by securing an unlimited supply 
of free raw material, of just the kind 
that we need, and that, too, in exchange 
for manufactures which we can sell to 
the Canadians.”

Mr. Butterworth was asked whether 
the scope of hie bill was sufficient to set­
tle the differences, especially in relation 
to the fisheries, now existing between 
the two countries, to which he replied : 
“I notice by recent despatches from 
Ottawa that it is not the intention 
to extend the modus vivendi, under 
which for the last two years over a 
thousand of our fishing vessels in the 
United States have taken out licenses to 
fish in Canadian waters. The result is 
likely to be that we will have trouble in 
the Gulf of St Lawrence during the en­
suing spring, unless some arrange­
ment is reached. Now this serious 
fishery question can be seitled by the 
passage of the bill which I have intro­
duced. It provides that citizens of the 
United States shall have equal rights in 
every port and part of Canada, the same 
as afforded to Canadian subjects in 
every port and part of the United 
Stales.”
