London, Nov, 13.—The Times’ Berlin
dispatch says: “The ceremony of swear-
ing in recruits for the garrisons of Ber-
lin, Spandau, Charlott-nburg and Gross-
Lichternfelde, this afternoon took place
in front of the royal palace. The Em-
peror William delivered an oration, in
the course of which he said: You have
just taken an @ath upon the crucifix and
the standard to me, your war lord and
to the fatherland.

In view of
the general “mistrust now prevailing it
is espeeially your duty, by obedience,
always to set a good example. You sare
entering the army in the ‘year we cele-
brate the centenary of tne birth of the
grcat Emperor William.

God grant that at the call of heaven we
may appear worthily before him.”
