impress the belief on the military and
‘paval authorities that Havana cannot be
attacked successfully with less than 100,-
000 men and the entire naval force of
the Atlanntj.xc. o .

'The city, ordinarily one of the best for-
itfied ports in ‘the werld, bas been made
more impregnablé in the last two menths
through the ceaseless activity of _Gene-ral
B who has surreunded it with sev-
eral -chains of strong entrenchments and
fortifieations in additien to the new bat-
tories he has mounted along the coast.
