Dear Sir Charles Tupper,—I have the
! honor to acknowledge the receipt of
your letter of this day. It is quite ‘true

that your telegram addressed me from

Yarmouth on the 4th of this month,

never reached me until yesterday, when,
after inquiries made, at my request, at
the telegraph offices in this city, it was
‘ found that it had never left Halifax.
However, I had been made familiar
with it, along with the whele people of
QCanada, to whom you had taken the pre-
| eaution of communicating it. I am
, Sorry to hear from you that the action
which the goyernment has taken seems
te you insufficient. The action which the
government has taken is to authorize one
thousand volunteers to be equipped and
transported to South Afriea at the ‘ex-
pense of Canada. The British govern-
ment proposed. that it would be proper
for the Imperial authorities to provide
the pay of the men in the field, and we
have consented to that proposal. I have
the authority of His Excellency the
Governor-General to. enclose to you a
icopy of a dispatch from the colonial
. office, which will cause you, I am sure,
" to reconsider your opinion. You will see
by reading this dispatch that the govern-
ment has faithfully. accepted the request
and adhered to the plan of campaign
prepared by the secretary of state for
war and the commander-in-chief. I
question whether, in a matter of this
kind, it would be advisable to be “more
loyal than the Queen,” or attempt to be
wiser than the secretary of state for
war and. the commander-in-chief. I
question further, whether you voice the
#entiment of our volunteers when you

-ask that they should be placed on a.

better footing  in. the field than their
brother volunteers from the other Brit-
ish colonies; and, for my part, I venture
to believe that inequality of treatment
of colonial troops, all engaged in the
same noble work, would be of doubtful
wisdom.

Creditable Showing at the Annu- ;

al Exhibition of the Saanich
Society.

A Summary of Its Principal
Features--Improvements to
the Grounds.

The North and South Saanich A.gr'i-
cultural Society, whose annual exhibi-
tion has been in progress yester@ay 31!}1
to-day, at Saanichton, has been in busi-
ness for thirty-two years, during which
they have encountered all kinds of wea-
ther for their show. They are therefpre
not easily discouraged, and the lowering
sky which frowned on the prepamnons
yesterday morning in no wise deterred
ihem from their purpose. Thg :work of
arranging and placing the exhibits weqt
steadily along as ,though weather condi-
tions were trifles not worthy_ of con-
sideration by the energetic management.

Great risks were taken by the du'_ec.-
tors in deferriug the date of the exhibi-
tion to-a period in the fall wi‘xe.n the wea-
ther clerk is in a very capricious l}mod.
A cold, wet, week preceded immediately
+4he dates of the exhibition, and the wea-
‘ther both yesterday and to-day has begn
far from what was necessary to make a
visit to Saanichtom pleasant. i

Notwithstanding these drawbacks Athe
success of the ‘affair seems at the time
of writing to be assured. Secretary Tl.ll‘-
goose has on his books a considerable in-
creasc in,ihe number of entries over ,_la'st
year. - This applies to the inside exhxb{t,
for the live stock was not brought in
until this morning, but it is believeq that
when the entries are totalled it' will be
found that there is an advance in every
depdrtment.

The society had a cosy surplus over ex-
penses last year, and are thex:efore not
entirely dependent on the receipts of the
show for their prize money. Some ex-
penses has been entailed th'is_ yvenr.by
the reshingling of the exhibition ‘b_uxld-
ing, the construction of some additional
sheep and swine pens and ‘cattle stalls,
and by other necessary repairs about the
grounds and buildings.

Owing to, the fact that most of th‘e
live stoek. wa®s n'ot brought in until this
morning it is impossible to speak of tpgse
or to compare them with the exhl;blts
in the same departments on previous
years. A few sheep and pigs only were
brought in on-the first day. Among the
latter was a fine bunch of Chester
whites, the propenty of Mr. G. Sangster.
The fruit display was good on the wholg,
although Mr. Palmer, inspector of' fru’t
pests, who acted as judge in this de-
partment, did not consider it 'represer{ta-
tive of the -capabilities of the district.
The. principal varieties of apples shown
were Gravensteins, Baldwins, Northern
Spys, Twenty Ounce Pippins, King of
Tompkins County, Pluber Orange,
Gloria Mundi, Grimes Golden, Jonathan,
Shackleford and Ontario. Mr, Larits,
the nurseyman, has a special exhibit of
apples.

In prunes there was a good showing,
both of Italian and Silver -varieties.
Pears were rather weak, althodghthere
walle some excellent plates on view.
Three plates, each representing a dif-
ferent species of pear, were specially no-
ticeable because of their quality. The
kinds represented were Winter Nelis,
Burre Diel and Duchess,

There was a good showing of quinces,
the fruit being large and well colored.
The tomatoes were exceedingly fine,
having ripened well and in very high
color.

The garden vegetables were only fair,
and were hardly equal what is gengerally
shown or to what can be raised in the
Saanich peninsula.

The opposite was the case in field roots,
where all classes were splendidly repre-
eented. Carrots, mangolds, turnips, snd
indeed all kinds were shown iniprofusion,
many of them being of great size. Po-
tatoes of mammoth proportions predom-
inated.

In the latter quality though, there was
nothing to equal the squashes and pump-
kins, which were simply immense,
© Grains were well up to the average.
Some milling oats, of the Ligowd species,
were on exhibition, the sample of which
were excellent. Field peas ‘were above
the average, while wheat, barley and
other grains were well filled,

In conmection with the dairy display,
the secretary mentions as a strange voin-
cidence, but one in keeping with the
eternal fitness of things, that the bread
and butter entries were equal in number,
there being seventeen ‘in each depart-
There was the wusual excellent showing
in preserved fruits, vinegar and wine,
and in needle and fancy work, :

Of ‘the special displays, not shown for
a prize, there was noticad a collection
of ore from Mount Sickar, a number of
paintings by Miss Stewart, and a. fine
model of Sir William Wallace, earved
out of cedar by Geo. Stewart, of Bonnie
Brae fhrm.
