Disastrous Railway Accident I

A COMPOUND CO
An accident or rather 

of most remarkable character, took place 
on Monday morning last on the Intercolo­
nial Kail way, about a mile south of Tar- 
tague station. As lias been usual, of late, 
a special freight train going north was 
found to be too heavy for the engine and 
it was divided, the forward part being, 
sent on ami the remainder left on the 
track. The regular freight train, coming 
soon after the special, ran into the portion 
left in the way and the English mall tram 
from Halifax rushing along, in turn,dash­
ed into the wreck already made by the 
preceding train. An embargo was at once 
laid on the telegraph facilities of ihe road 
and a despatch prepared by the railway 
management was sent to the press, while 
information from independent sources was 
witheld. On Tuesday, twenty four hours 
after 4he accident, after having failed to 
get particulars through the usual channel, 
we telegraphed to both Ottawa aud Que- 
bvc.making enquiries on the subject. Our 
answer from a well-informed party at Ot­
tawa was

“ Your telegram first intimation we 
have here of accident.”

Tho Distrass in Ireland.

A MEETING, CALLED FOR SATURDAY NEXT.
The continued distress iu Ireland con­

sequent upon the failure of last year’s 
has led to efforts for relief of thecrops,

destitute people- throughout the civilized 
world. The citizens of St. John have 
moved in the matter and are doing good 
work, while other places are^ also contri­
buting relief as liberally as the straitened 
circumstanc-s of tlie country xvill permit. 
The Mayor of St. John, through County 
Warden Burchill,has asked for theco-oper- 
ation of Northumberland in the relieT 
movement, and a request signed by some 
of our leading citizens has been presented 
to the High Sheriff, asking him to call a 
public meeting for the purpose of ascer­
taining what means the people of the 
County xvill adopt for assisting the general 
relief fund for the Irish sufferers, either
in conjunction xvith the St. .Гоїш fund, or 
independently, as may lie thought advis­
able. The Sheriff has, therefore, called a 
meeting to be held in the Court Hoqse, 
Newcastle, on Saturday next, at half past 
two o’clock.

It is. perhaps, unnecessary for us to 
remind our readers that the cry going up 
from Ireland at the present time comes 
from thousands upon thousands who must 
be aided by their fellow-creatures at home 
and abroad, or perish. As an instance of 
what the destitution ami suffering, ага we 
g.x’e the fo’lowing w'.iidli we take fiom 
the Ne.y York H rail despatches:

“ A correspondent on Her Majesty's 
gunboat? Go-haxvk.which is distributing 
meal among the western islands, writes 
from Innishark, offGalxvay: It is a ter- 
гіЬІЄ)state of affairs. Fifty families here 
eke out a miserable existence. Their 
hi.nses are small heaps of dirty stones. 
Th-ir land is rock ami soft bog. Hunger 
ami want are everywhere visible. The 
people go naked and without food. Many 
are slowly starving to death. Such scenes 
of appalling destitution I never before 
witnessed. Ex’ery step we took brought 
before our view flew and more fearful pic­
tures of destitution ami suffering. The 
more we saw the more certain did death 
from starvation appear the inevitable fate 
of nearly every man, woman and child on 
the island. Guant. thin and pale were 
the faces of men who xvere naturally of 
herculean build. The features of the wo­
men and children were overspread by the 
ghastly pallor of hunger. In many cabins 
children crouchgd, shivering ami almost 
naked. Around the fire. When I entered 
they sprang behind their mother, whose 
sihgle garment—a thin «1res?.—was lmt the 
slightest protection against the wind 
which blew through the broken roof. On 
thç lire xvas the dinner—a pot of brown 
green seaxveed. It is certain that, unless 
they are well cared for, dozens will die of 
starvation. The same correspondent writes 
from Innishoffin concerning the shocking 
maladministration on tlie part of the offi­
cials there. The Oox’ernunnt d'spensary 
officer had no drugs, the relieving Officer 
no food. One woman, at least, had died 
in consequence. The poor-law inspector 
had not visited the island for three years. 
The Mansion House Committee, on Feh. 
25, had distributed £40.000. If th î dis­
tress lasts till August, a distribution at 
the same rate would require £l84,000.”
