Laymen's Missionary Move-

SIR ANDREW FRASER.

The provincial convention of the
Laymen's Missionary Movement open-
ed its sessions in the Centenary
church yesterday. Probably the fea
ture of the dav's proceedings was an
address by Bishop Richardson on This
Province: Its Opportunity and Respon-
gibility. In scathing terms he refer-
red to the failure of the churches to
maintain the spirit of the life of the
people who settled the province; their
sweet simplicity of character, and
their reverence for the Bible and their
devotion to the abiding ideals of right-
eousness. Sternly he denounced the
growing corruption of the times, de-
claring that there were many lands
where the whole system of morality
had broken down.

Speaking of the causes of these de-‘
plorable canditions, he said they were
found in the fact that the people of
the east lacked self confidence, and
faith in their resources and in the fact
that the material development of the!
province had not been what it oughl‘
to be. He deplored the mig jon of |
s0 many young people to the west, &
said it was largely the resuit ol
representation as 1o the advantages
of the west.

The other speakers of the day were
Dr. Gould who dealt with the place of
taissions in the life of the chureh, and
Sir Andrew Fraser, who spoke on the
“Unfinished task in non-Christian
lands.”
