A. G. Gray, assistant ad­
jutant general for the district, declar­
ed that several complaints had been 
received last winter from men as to 
the food, but on careful Investigation 
most of them were found to be unsub­
stantiated. The caterers, he added, 
were assigned to respective battalions 
and received 75 cents each per man 
per day. Fed by the A.S.C. the cost 
was 30 to 40 cents per day.

"The caterers were kept under the 
tihumb pretty closely," said Col. Gray. 
"I think the quality of the food was 
good on the whole, and there was 
ample of it.” He had heard of cater­
ing privileges being sub-let, but the 
department knew nothing of it and al­
ways dealt with the original caterers

The early part of the session was 
devoted to clearing up evidence on 
horse deals, and of several witnesses 
examined no one had ever paid or 
been asked for any commission.

Reports which Mr. Thompson said 
had been growing along the way, to 
the effect that a shortage of some 54
