We should defy him even 
more had not Erzberger to some ex­
tent tied our hands by his unquallfl- 
able surrender of our mercantile fleet 
This politician, who began showing 
an unlucky hand before the Italian de­
claration of war in Rome, is likely to 
be pushed somewhat in the back­
ground very soon.”

In a previous letter the same writer 
said:

“The fact is beyond question that 
Bolshvism is becoming an increasing­
ly sharp weapon in our hand aga 
the foreign foe, who is writhing 
twisting under these lashes, 
quite conceivable that Bolshevism, 
which of late has developed consider 
able strength not only In England.

The other 
nurses called her room “a high class 
bazaar,” for she always kept cases 
and packages in there so that in an 
emergency she had a stock on hand. 
With the comforts they were able to 
cheer many of the soldiers, and with 
the money to relieve anxiety about 
the men’s families, buy artificial limbs 
and in many ways assist.

Two soldiers once came to the hos­
pital and asked for clothing, saying 
they had lost theirs in a gas attack 
and had heard from their comrades 
that the sisters at this hospital would 
give you anything you wanted. They 
got the clothing.

She referred to her book "My Be­
loved Polius," and the money raised 
through the sale of the little volume 
through the splendid efforts of George 
Cushing.

Berlin, April 7.-—The following 
are extracts from a letter written 
by a highly placed German govern­
ment official to the head 
dustrial concern in Rh 
phalia.
