Meeting of Manufacturers Wednes-
day Favors Such a Movement.

An effort is being made to bring New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia confectioners
into line with a number of other Canadian
manufacturers on cthe questioni of forming
a confectionery trust similar to those ex-
isting in the United States. The idea
originated in the brain of a New York
promotor who has communicated with the
makers qf sweet stuffs and solicited their
co-operation. The general purpose is to
keep thcj prices of confectionery at a profit-
able point. Edch firm entering the com-
bine will agree to keep prices a* a certain
f.xgure and if the 1dea of the Neswr Yorher
is adopted the varirus grades ol confec-
tionery mixtures, penny goods, chocolate
products, ete., will Le affected. The pro-

motor of the combine nas made several |

propositions to the N. B. and N. 8. con-
fzctioners, but none have yet been accept-
ed.

The combine and ‘its effect formed the
principal topic of discussion at the annual
meeting of the confectionery manufactur-
ers held in the Victoria hotel Wednesday.
There were present . W. Ganong, M. P.,
representing Ganong Bros., St. Stephen;
H. H. Hamilton, of G. J. Hamilton &
Sons, Pictou; James W. Moir, of Moir
Sons& Co-, Ltd., Halifax, and Thomas F-
White, of the White Candy Company,
Litd.4 of this city.

Some of the‘gentlemen present were op-*
posed to the idea of combination, but the
general feeling was that if other Canadian
confectionery manufacturers took it up
the N. B. and N. 8. men would be obliged
to acquiesce in order to avoid keen com-
pgtition. It was decided to leave the mat-
ter in abeyance for the present, as one of
the firms represented intend sending a

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T0 EXEMPT FROM TAXATION,

COTTON MILLS STATEMENT- HEARD
AT COMMITTEE MEETING.

The Committee View the Report With Satis-
faction, and Resolve to Recommend Ex-
emption--The Payroll Now $2,000 Per
Week, and Force Being Enlarged.

A
A special committee of the council, con-
sisting of Ald. Armstrong, Millidge,White,
Macrae and Christie met in the city hall
Wednesday afternoon amd decided to re-

-commend to the council that the Corn-

wall and York Cotton Company’s prop-
erty be exempt from taxes for ten years,
and water rates up to $2,000. It was also
decided that all taxed and rates now due
be written off.

At a mecting df the couneil held some
weeks ago a communication was received
from the company stating that organiza-
tion was underway and requesting the ex-
emption. The matter was referred to a
special committee to secure evidence that
the company was capable of operating
the mills for at least eight months in the
year and that the intention was bona fide
—hence yesterday’s session. :

Alds Armstrong occupied the chair and
Col. George West Jones, president of the
cotton company, was present.

In opening the meeting Ald. Armstrong
stated it had been called to hear a state-
ment from Col. Jones as to what the com-
pany was doing or is prepared to do.

Col. Jones said the company had been
formed, the charter obtained and $240,000
worth of stock -subscribed for—equivalent
to $400,000 at par. The bompany had paid
Mr. Robertson for the property and the
deeds had been made out in the com-
pany’s name. Both mills are now opera-
ting “as many machines as is possible with
the help already employed, and more are
being added daily. Last week the wage
roll amounted to $1,600; this week it would
be $2,000. Out of 428 looms in the mills
there are 802 in operation and 15 more

‘will start today. The daily output of ' the

product is' 15000 yards of manufactured
cloth. Every operative that can be en-
gaged is secured at omce, but the gom-
pany has nothing in the way of laboring
jobs, although besieged by applicants. Ex-
perienced hands are in demand and the
prospect of steady work has brought back
to St. John a number of operatives and
their families who, on the closing of the
Parks industry, went to the United
States seeking employment. Six such
families returned to the city this week.

A feature of the operation of the mills
was that all the stock was subscribed by
local people. Not a dollar was owned out-
side of the city. Consequently, if the mills
earned a dividend, St. John people would
profit by it. Every dollaz’ earned will go
to St. John men. .

When in full, operatiom ‘the mills will
employ betwéen 500 and 600 ‘hands and |
will distribute om an avgrage $3,000 per |
seek in wages. At present; the mills’ pros-
pects for success are splendid and he had
every confidence that the enterprise would
come up to the most sanguine expecta-
tions. e

Ald. Millidge said Mr. Jones’ statement
covered the groynd required and he moved
that as the committee had been perfectly
satisfied it would recommend to the coun-

HLEGED BURGLAR CAUGHT.

Believed to Be the Culprit of the
Brown’s Flats Cottages.

Bdward Brown, son of William Brown,
of Brown’s Flats, was arrested Thrus-
day on a warrant issued by Magistrate
Seely, of Greenwich, and is charged with
a most serious offence, that of breaking
and entering the house of Charles Gor-
ham at Brown’s Flats in November last.

At the time the Gorham house was
broken into five other residences were
ransacked and much damage ‘done, among
which was the residence of Harold Climo
and that of Alex. M. Rowan on the Isl-
and, from which a quamntity of ammuni-
tion was stolen. The cottage owned by
Rev. 'G. N. Ballentine, of Mendotta, Ill,
was broken into, glass was broken and
furniture destroyed.

‘hese houses were all entered on a
Sunday and the burglaries were discover-
ed by Chas. Gorham, who returned to
his residence that day after being away,
and found his home ramnsacked. Mr.
Gorham has been working on the case
ever since and at a meeting held some
time ago of the liefomed‘Baptist execu-
tive held at Woodstock it was decided to
take steps in the matter and to take
proceedings against the persom or per-
sons who might be found out who had
broken into the houses.

The prisoner is about 18 years of age
and it is said some of the stolen property
was found in his possesseion and some also
offered for sale by him. It is also believed
that a mumber of other boys have been
mixed up in the affair.

The Time Question.

On Tuesday morning & committee from
the council of the board of trade comsist-
ing of J. A. Likely, John Sealy and 'W.
H. Barnaby visited Superintendent Oborne,
of the C._P. R., and interviewed him in
relation to the standard time
movement.

Mr, Oborne agreed with the committee
that the present time system was apt to
lead to confusion and that it would be in
the city’s interests to adopt a standard
time. He personally favored the adoption
of Kastern standard time but said that if
that was not deemed practicable (as it had
evidently not been) he would endorse At-
lantic rather than continue the present
system. If the general feeling in the city
favored Atlantic time he promised to do
what he could to have the C. P. R. adopt
that system on this division provided that
the I. C. R. would make the same change.

The committee will report to the coun-
il of the board and ultimately the city
council may be asked to move in the
matter.

St. John Men Express Further Dis-
satisfaction With Halifax,

Considerable dissatisfication exists in
business circles over the unsatisfactory
nature of the direct West India service.
The regular steamer, which should have
left here last Saturday, did not come to
this port, and is now in Halifax with her
boilers so badly damaged that it will take
a month to make the necessary repairs.
Pickford & Black have chartered the
steamer Dahome to take the route. This
steamer arrived two days ago in Halifax
with amallpox on board and . this will
necessitate a further delay of some weeks
in quarantine. It is not proposed by Pick-
ford & Black to bring the Dahome to St.
John, but that all freight for shipment by
the steamer should be sent by rail to
Halifax. This will be very disadvantage-
ous to St. John shippers as Pickford &
Black would not take hay and shooks
while the exporters in this city will not
ship cheese, potatoes and other perish-
able goods to Halifax.

The St. John shippers feel that this
service was originally started for their
special benefit and they feel that they
should not be put to the serious disad-
vantage of shipping only part of their
cargo any month. All summer the steamers
of the direct West India line have only
been staying about two days in St. John
as against seven days in Halifax. This does
not give the St. John people time to get
their shipments ready as the arrival of
the steamer is always uncertain.

This direct service as already stated was
started for St. John and at a meeting
held in the board of trade rooms seven
years ago, Hon. Mr. Foster made a special
agreement with Mr. Black that 7,500 bar-
rels ‘space of 12,000 capacity would be
kept for this port, which showed that the
intention of the government was that the
line was in the interest of St. John. Sev-
eral St. John merchants made a strong
protest this week about the way the
steamers were being handled with refer-
ence to St. John shipments. The exporters
in this city hope that a better and more
satigfactory service will be given in the
future and that the steamers will make
a longer stay at this port. The St. John
menchants should not be asked to rail
their cargo to Halifax, which means a
great curtailment of their shipments and
more or less loss and damage on what
they send as West Indian goods must e
handled more carefully than those for
trans-Atlantic and other points.
