There was a good crowd of spectators at
the Sussex track Saturday afternoon to wit-
ness the races for horses in the free-for-all
and the 2.25 clags.

while in the 225 class' Sunol Prince, driven
by S. A. Fowler, of St. John, captured the
race and first money in three straight heats.

There were two regrettable incidents in
the free-for-all race which on account of
the rulings of those on the stand took a
great. deal of interest out of what should
have been the best race -of the day. Many
of those present had great faith in the abil-
ity of the pacer Walter K. to make the
Calais horse go much faster than he did to
win first money and there was quite a num-
ber who had picked the St. John horse as
a winner of the free-for-all. The judges’
ruling in this event was severely eriticized
by the horsemen. In the first heat of the
race the St. John horse was going along ex-
cellently and was making a good attempt
for first position, when one of the sulk
wheels collapsed at the one-quarter mari
