When seen last evening Dr. Currey said |
that he was very confident, under one;

“We are making a specialty 4f the tour-!
ist business,” he said. “Already we have'
distributed 10,000 circulars in New York, |
Pennsylvania and New England and with|
our affiliations with the Eastern Steamship |
Company we hope to largely augment the|
tourist business to this province. Tt is not |
generally known that tickets are sold at|
Boston to any point on the river and that |
our tickets are sold right through to Bos-i
ton if desired. : g

“The same arrangement has been made
with freight and right here is where reci-
procity will help us. One farmer on the
river shipped 10,000 bushels of turnips to
Beston last  year against a 25 per cent
duty, and made money. What will he
make when the duty is removed?

“A remarkable fact in connection with
our freight handling is that strawberries
can be picked one morning and be on sale
in Boston the afternoon of the next day.i
Our shipments are Aransferred to the Bos-
ton boat sailing at 7 o’clock in the even-
ing which arrived at goon of the f%llowing
day. It is difficult to calculate what the
strawberry business of the St. John river
may become under the reciprocity arrange-
ment. When our berries are in season
there are none in the United States and
they were in great demand.

Inclined to Lay Blame on HistoricaﬂE

Wednesday, March 29. ‘

At the reguiar meeting of the
Brunswick Historical Society last evening
an address was given by Dr. G. U. Hay,
on the need of a historical museum for
New Brunswick and the marking of the
various historic sites through the prov-
ince. He spoke of the enthusiasm with
which certain anniversaries had been cele-
brated in this city, especially the centen-
ary of the landing of the Loyalists in 1883
and the Champlain tercentenary in 1904.
These showed that the people were inter-
ested in their ‘history and the men who
made it. They should be equally inter-
ested in preserving in a good hreproof|
museum the records of our past properly |
arranged and labelled, and with an intelli-
gent eurator to explain their significance.
He quoted Professor Ganong’s words to
show that St. John had not lived up to|
its opportunities. Dr. (Ganong had said:
“It must astonish persons of culture who
visit St. John to learn that there is no
such (historical) museum in the province, |
that the often and vigorously expressed
pride of the citizen of St. John in its
ancestry and the teuching references in
the city’s tourist literature to the rich
historical associations of the place are
mere words not emphasized with deeds.” |

IS STARTLING

Margin of Safety Bridge Engineer?
Says is “‘Smaller Than Prudence
Requires’—Hazen Government Has |
Given No Satisfactory Ancwer to
Anxiaus Inquiries.

With the margin of safety dangerously |
r the breaking limit, the provincial|
government has failed to take any action
or even to satisfactorily answer the ques-|
tions of the opposition members regarding |
the condition of the Suspension bridge.
According to the report of the independ-
ent engineer tabled in the legislature, the
anchorages are in an unsafe condition, the,
strain on the cables unevently distribut-
ed and heavy traffic on the bridge under:
existing conditions.is deemed very imprud-
ent: Of the questions asked by Mr.
Lowell, three, Nos. 5, 7 and 8, are but
imperfectly answered in the expert’s re-
port.

Mr. Iindenthal is very msistent, how-!
ever, in speaking of the danger of allow-|
ing the bridge to remain in its present
condition. Om page 6, in the section de-|
voted to cables, he says: !

“If during a heavy wind stress should
come upon only six cables, and if equal-
ly distributed, which is not probable, the
average factor of safety would then be
only 1.2 and less in the windward cables.

Great Danger. |

Tne Blame,

The lecturer said he felt inclined to put
the blame on the Historical Society for
not taking the initiative in such an im-|
portant mevement. This organization was,
neither as large nor as representative as|
it should be. It needed a comfortable|
home of its own. It sghould count its|
members by hundreds instead of by tens, |
and should have branches in different sec-,
tions of the province. But the society had|
done a most important work for New|
Brunswick, Its few  active members,|
such as Messrs. Raymond, Ganong, Han-|
nay and others, had collected and publish-
ed great stories of wvalyable materials of
our early history, which were available
for future writers. There are valuable
documents, pictures, relics in various
parts of the province, which if not rescued
and safely housed would: Be lost.  To do
this should be the one great object now
of the New Brunswick Historical Society,
and the people of St. John should provide
them with the means to carry out the
work. If not there were other historical
centres in the province that might be glad
to have this honor. Fredericton was in!

So had Sackville,|
where the first English gettlement was|
founded in New Brunswick, and so have!
Moncton and St. Andrews and Chatham.|

Dr, Hay believed that the provincial|
and civic governments and the people
would respond if the historical society led
the way. To do this it must enlarge its|
influence and its membership, and take |
in the ladies who had been such strong
factors in reviving the historic spirit in|
Ontario and in other countries. |

Historic Sites. ;

As to our historic sites. The splendid]|
work done by Professor Ganong in his!
monographs to the Royal Society, and by
our local historicans in the proceedings|
Historical Society, in the. New,
Brunswick Magazine, in Acadiensis and|
other publications had located and diserib-|
ed these sites, so that nothing remained
now to do but to mark them in some ap-|
propriate way. The Nova Seotia Histori- |
cal Bociety had recommended; a simple|
and inexpensive plan to do by means of |
inscriptions on aluminum plates and some |
such plan might be adopted for this prov-i
ince. Our Canadian (Tubs throughout Newj
Brunswick might assist, and so could the
children of our public schools. England has |
no more interesting monument than that|
to Daniel Defoe erected in Bunhill Fields|
by the children of England. That school|
holiday with us that commemorates the1
landing of the Loyalists—the 18th of May |
—could each successive year be celebrated |
by the children of St. John in some more!
appropriate way than it is at present. And|
throughout New Brunswick the children
could easily be led to bave a more vital
intepest in its history by helping to mark
its many interesting and histori¢ sites,
and by studying its history on the ground.

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During the winter season a coating of
ice, snow and slush may cover the floor,
and a coating of ice, 1 to 2 inches thick,
may cover the stiffening trusses and cables
weighting 150 pounds per foot of bridge,
thus also reducing the carrying capacity
of the bridge.

A load of ten tons on four wheels drawn
by six horses, as reported, was liable to
overstrain the floor beams, the smpend-!
ers from the cables and their connections.”

On page 7 of the report in speaking of |
he unsafe anchorage the expert says:

“The anchor chains are of forged
wrought iron, having a croes section of
2412 a 26 &q. inches respectively for
each cable of 290 wires, making the cor-
responding strain upon the links about
12,000 pounds per square inch. The
strengthbof these forged linke is, however,
uncertain. They were evidently made
with light hammers, the different lmks
being welded together from smaller pieces.
The strength of welds is also problemati-
cal, as it depends too much upon the skill
of the blacksmith. The rough bearings
also diminish the strength of the eyebars.
The pin appears to be apportioned only
for shear, the necessity of apportioning
them for bending not being understood in
the earlier times of bridge construction.
Some of the pins are exposed to excessive
fibre bending strains, (50,000 is the break-
ing limit), which would reach 86,000
pounds per square inch when attached
cable should be strained to its breaking
strength. It means that the anchorages
would most likely give way in the pins
long before the cable would part. i

‘“The weakest point is in anchorage A 4

| where a crack has developed near one of

the pins in the cast anchor beam which
has been repaired and reinforced with
wrought iron beams. The fittings and
riveting are, however, in poor shape and
the combination of uncertain strength. Tt
constitutes the weakest part of ' the
bridge.”

Weaker Than Prudence Requires.

The conclusions of the expert are as
follows:

1. That the strongest parts of the bridge
are the four towers.

2. That the weakest parts of the bridge
are the anchorages. i

3. That the safety of the cables and
anchor connections is greatly affected by
the lateral swaying of the bridge and that
no considerable loads should be allowed

| upon the bridge during a heavy wind.

4, That the margin of safety of the
bridge as a while for present traffic con-
