Tue main features of this interesting narrative
will have begn long familiar to our readers. Mr
Muorray, in his fourth edition, brings up our intelli-
genee of the Piteairners to tho most recent dato —
Tue Res Mr Nobds seached tus Littlo Bock vn May
15, 1858,%n . M. 8. Poitland, and found they
had boen sufferiug for somo soonths previously, from
g scarcity of foud,. in consequence, of the want of
xaio, which had prevented their planting their unsal
crap, of sweebwpotatoes.  For some weeks, it seems,
they were on the brink of actual starvation, and had
no other resourco than half.grown pumpkins. The
evening of his arrival, Leing Sunday, 3r. Nobbs
read frow the pulpit his ordination lettérs and li-
eence, us chaplain of Pitesirn’s Tsland, granted bLy
the Bishup of London ; and the Rev. Mr Holman,
‘who had témporarily officiated in his room. preached
his farewell sermon Mg, Nobbs now administers
the Holy Communion ovéry month, and bas as ma-
ny 18 7O communicants, out of a population of 172
In fact, the whole adult’ population communieate,
and this Jittle Christian commurity sovives in this
particnlar the strictness of primitive piety.

Mr. Nobbs’ last Jetter is dated November 3, 1853,
and ackoowlodges the receipt of steres and gifts
from friends ip England, by the Dide  Their de-
pendence upon such oceasivual supplics fiom Eu-
rope, and the growing increaso of their numbers, ii-
duced the Pitcairn Yslanders, as far back as May lastg
year, to petition our Government to remove them tv
somo larger island, nfiniag especiolly Norfulk 1.
