WINNIPEG PRESBYTERY.

At a recent meeting of the Presbytery 
the session of Westminster church gave 
notice that Hon. D. Laird had been 
chosen to act ae repreeentative elder;

His predecessor, Archbishop 
Maolagan, who has retired on account of 
age. was also a Soot, and the preeent 
Archbishop of Canterbury, Dr. David­
son, and hds predecessor, Archbishop 
Tatt, both came from north of the 
Tweed. More, the new Archbishop of 
York was brought up a Presbyterian, 
being a son of Rev. J. Marshall J ang, 
one of the outstanding figures of the 
Scottish church, who succeeded Dr. 
Norman Macleod as minister of the 
Barony Church, Glasgow. The Arch­
bishop of Canterbury is by law the 
highest personage in England after the 
Royal family, and -the Archbishop of 
York takes precedence after the Lord 
Chan «.lor. When a coronation takes 
place hie Grace of Can ten bury places the 
orowu on the head of the King, ;nd 
his Grace of York performs a like duty 
for the Queen Consort. The former has 
the oversight of twenty-seven bishops, 
the latter of ten. It ie a tribute to 
Scottish character and training that 
ahe has furnished so many great dig­
nitaries to the Anglican church.

Rev. Dr. Gandier, who was greeted 
with enthueiasm, and in whose honor

Tribute to Predecessor.
Rev. Dr. Gantier offered his thanks

The great text 
book, however, was the Bible, and the 
basis of study an exegetical inquiry in­
to the Old and New Testaments. Suc­
cessful ministry muet interpret the 
spirit of Christ as wrought out in pree­
ent day social conditions. The a*m of 
Knox College was to rouse the heart 
and intellect of its graduates to grap­
ple with the problems of tn«# age. and 
send them forth with the love of Christ
