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THE BISHOP'S TWENTY-FIFTH
ANNIVERSARY.

At a meeting of the Sidesmen, and such other
members of the Congregation as could be reached by a
very short verbal notice, and very well attended, it was
decided to present the Bishop with an address on the
Twenty-fifth Anniversary of his consecration as Bishop
of Toronto; and it was also determined to mark the
occasion by a gift from the Congregation to the Cathe-
dral Chapter of a portrait of his Lordship. A com-
mittee was named to carry the decision of the meeting
into effect.

Sunday 1st Mav being the date of the Anniversary,
the Bishop preached in the morning, describing the
areat progress the Church in this Diocese has made
during the past quarter of a century, and snewing
the present satisfactory state of the Church as com-
pared with the unhappy conditions which prevailed
twe ty-five years ago, the tone of the sermon being
one of thankfulness to God for the blessinos which
He his bestowed upon the Church and Diocese.  In
the evening Canon Macnab preached, choosing his text
from the lesson for the day, Zech. iv, 8, g pointing
out the remarkable similarity between the experience of
Zerabbabel in building the Temple at Jerusilem and
that of the Bishop in bwlding a Diocesan Cathedral
At the close of the evening service, the Sidesmen,
accompanied by such of the Ly members of the Chapter
as were present, went to the gates of the Sanctuary and
there presented the following address, which was read

Qur hearts are full of thanktulness to AMmighty God for the
prosperity and progress of the Church in this Diocese during the
past twenty five years, and of praver that God may be pleased to
turther bless and prosper His Holy Church under a continuance of
vour Lordship's administration

We are tally aware that this administration has been, and is,
no casy matter, and we understand something of the trials and dith-
culties which yvou have been called upon to meet in carrving on the
work of the Diocese, and more  particularly in the tounding of
this Cathedral of S Alban the Martyve for the  turtherance of
Christ's Kingdom, and the better equipment of His Church, and we
tully appreciate the steadfastness of purpose wich which you have
mamtamed this great undertaking in spite of discouragements and
disappointments by which it would have been overwhelmed had it
not been undertaken with the full conviction that it is a work tor the
Glory of God, and the advancement of His Charch, and had it not
been carried on with the courage and determination inspired by such
conviction,

For ourselves we desire to express our appreciation of the
great privilege which we enjoy in participating in the services
regularly held in this House of Worship, beautitul as they are i
their rendering and devotional in their spirit, notwithstanding the
narrow himits which are unavoidably caused by the incompleteness
of the edifice.

Some of us can ook back to the day when those services were
begun in the side aisle of the Crypt, while others had part in the
next stage of their development 3 both of these now unite with those
who have joined us in dater periods, and all thanktully note the
hiy, o relations which from those early dayvs have without mterrapt-
1on saesisted between Your Lovdship and us who have been more
immediately under your Ministry than any other body of worshippers
mn this Diocese, and we carmestly pray that the same may be ot long
continuance,

Permit us to extend to Mres. Sweatman also an expression ot
the high esteem in which she is held by the members of this Cong
wation, and our best wishes for her happiness during the
to come

It is our desire to mark this occasion by the gitt to the Cathe
dral Chapter of a portrait of your Lordship in Episcopal robes, to be
placed m the Chapter House,

Concluding with pravers to the Great Shephend and Bishop of
our Souls tor the spiritual and temporal weltire ot your Lordship,
and those who are dear to vou,
