TUESDAY, JaNvary 1, 1833.

HIS Excellency Sir THomas JouN Cocn-
RANE, Governor (by virtue of the power and
authority to him given by His Majesty’s Procla-
mation, bearing date the 26th day of July last)
having, by his Proclamations bearing date the
{wentieth and twenty-first days of September last,
hereunto annexed, summoned and called a Gene-
ral Assembly of this Island ; and having appointed
the same to meet at St. John’s, the first day of
January, in the Year of our Lord One Thousand
Eight Hundred and Thirty-Three, the following
