The Polyphemus is 240 feet long 
between perpendiculars, 40 feet in extreme 
breadth, and will have a load draught of 20 
feet ; displacement, 3,640 tone. The convex 
armored deck will be completely plated over 
with eteel armor 2 inches thick, which will be 
carried to a depth of six feet to seven feet 
below the water line. The Polyphemus will 
not be fitted with maete or sails, but will 
carry a pole for signaling purposes and for 
making observations from. She will be pro­
pelled by twin screws, and will have two pairs 
of Mkh pressure compound horisental en­
gines. Each high pressure cylinder will be 
38 inches in diameter and
