An Industry of the Greatest Impor=
tance to Rossland.

A FINE REDUCTION PLANT

A Discription of the Reduction Works of the
British Columbia Bollion Extraction Co.—
it Can Successinily Treat Low Grade
Ores.

At Silica, three miles southwest of this
¢ity, on the Red Mountain railway, are
the works of the British Columbia Bullion
Extracting company. This in an industry
which is destined to play a very import-
ant part in the future of this division.
The works were specially constructed for
the reduction of the low grade ores of the
camp. They are located in a picturesque

spot, in & gorge or valley between two pe

high mountains. The dark green sides of
0. K. mountain towers a_bo::ithe build-
ings, forming an artistic and pleasing
background to the picture, The groun

D e ading the buildings is level, and as | &

the thick forest has been cleared, leaving
only the smaller trees, the place has a
park-like appearance. The main line of
the Red Mountain railway passes through
Silica, while at its back flows Little Sheep
creek, which at this time of the year is a
stream of considerable magnitude.

The site of the plant is an ideal one.
The building is 150 feet in height and 80
feet in width at its foot. It stretches from
the Jevel of the railway down to the bed
of Sheep creek, built into the rocky side
f the bank, from which 4,000 cubic yards
of earth and rock were excavated. By
such construction great economy in labor
is effected, as the ore, after being dumped
from the bottom dump cars on the railway
track, falls by gravity from floor to floor
as it passes through its various processes

ward course of treatment: From the mat d
line, after the cars are backed in on the'!
company’s siding, each car is weighed .as
it passes over the 60-ton track scales,
situated on the south of the ore bins, and
afterwards the empty car is weighed, so
as to keep an accurate account of the ore
before it énters the works. e ore bins,
which have at present asreceiving capacity
of 600 tons, can be doubled or quadmp_led
as the necessity arises. It is the intention
of the company to increase the receiving
capacity to 1,000 tons; it will then be
possible to store 1,750 tons of ore before
treatment. : .

The ore from the receiving qre bins is |
fed by gravity into a 9x15 inch Blake ropk :
crusher, which breaks the rock with its
powerful jaws to about one-quarter inch;
when past the jaws the rock falls through
two sets of 16-inch Cornish Rolls, situated
“oné ‘Bbove the other—the upper set bel
and the lower geared. By the tamaﬁe'
ore has passed through the rolls, it has
been reduced to a granular fineness of 30
mesh, and so far crushed dry, except for
the mecessary damping of the ore by the
crusher man to keep down the excessive
dust. On leaving the geared oS,
the pulp is elevated fto a ~height
of 40 feet by a bucket elevator en-
closed in a box casing—falling out of the
buckets into the samplers, which take
automatically a sample of every pound
of ore in its separate lot which has peen
purchased. ~ The samplers are of the
“Constant” end “Brunton” type—the
“Brunton” sampler doing the finishing
work. By this means a perfect sample
(per feet) can be secured, which is as ac-
curate as any known sampling device can
give. This completes the upper portion
of the plant, which is driven, quite inde-
pendently of the lower half, by a 50-horse
power induction motor.

From the samplers the ore falls through
tin spouts into a three-compartment ore
bin which has a capacity of 600 tons and
is used tn store various lots of ore pre:
paratory to treatment.. From these com:-
partments, each of which is fitted with an
ore gate, the ore falls by gravity mio au-
tomatic feeders, which supply the Chilian
mills for the wet crushing and very fine
riverization. These mills are the latest
improved type of fine pulverizers-— -3ix feet
in diameter with three wheels each weigh-
ing 4,759 pounds and revolving independ-
ently on a steel die. They are geared to
the centre axis by a trunnion and are
driven by a bottom drive. They rescmb'e
a martar mill, but are necessac'c larger
214 stronger. Round the lower parl of
the ¢asing the discharge takes plage
thre.gh 80 mesh screens into a launder
v.bi b surrounds the mill. The great difi
cuMy in securing fine pulverizaticn is in
this case overcome by mnot overerowdmg
the pulverizer, accomplishing the finest
grinding at a minimum cost of wear and
tear with a steady and careful feed of
preyiously crushed ore. :

Fiom the pulverizing mills the ore passes
shrough the various processes for cyanide
treatment, receiving. agitations, percola-
tions and washes in the usual form. The
vecovery of the gold and silver is effected
in the patent electrical precipitating
tanks. Here the electric current for the
gold and silver precipitation is generated
by a specially com:tructed dynamo. This
part .of the system is the patent process,
and by its use a large saving is made in
cost and time. Thus the ore has been
smashed by the rockbreaker, erushed by
the rolls, pulverized by the Chili mills,
and agitated in the tanks previous to the

cyanide and electrical treatment, and now

passes out in the form of slimes and tail-
ings and is carried down stream by the
rapidly flowing waters of Little Sheep
creek.

The mill building is strongly construct-
ed, 750,000 feet of lumber, from the Butte
sawmill, three miles below the works, has
been used in its construction. Some of
the timbers are as large as 18x20. It is
framed throughout and mortized with
wooden pegs instead of spikes and nails,
and strengthening bolts Wwherever neces-
sary. The walls of this large building are
double, with building paper between, for
the purpose of keeping out the summer
heat and the cold in winter. The root is
covered with the patent metal shingle
wade by the Pedlar Roofing company of
Oshawa, Ont. The building is so strongly
constructed and the foundation is so- solid
that there is not a tremor when the
machinery is in full operation. The con-
struction of the plant was in the hands
of Mr. T. W. Fisher of Helena, Montana.

In addition to the main building there
are a number of detached buildings. There
i3 a large bunk house for the men, which
has comfortable spring beds, a bath and

house. The works manager, Mr. Gerald
V. Hopkins, has a pretty cottage, where
he resides with his family. A stable,
blacksmith’s shop, coal house, etc., com-
plete the buildings, which  can be. seen
from the railway. In addition to these |
there is an assay office at the foot of the
hill, with assay and bullion furnace, where
the bullion is cast into bars. Here are
also a Troemner bullion balance and an
eight-inch Ainsworth assay balance of the
latest design. A portion of the assay
office building is set apart as a chemical
laboratory, where the most careful atten-
tion has to be given to the samples which
are brought there from the plant when in
operation. From these results it is known
what the treatment is accomplishing and
they enable the manager to make certain
of his system. Here, for over a year;
laboratory experiments supplemented by
practical working to prove results, have
been carried on and now definite conclu-
sions have been arrived at which enable
the management to say with satisfaction
“we have overcome all difficulties” and
we are prepared to prove what we say by
buying ore as it lies on the ground at the
mine for cash, and offering a freight
treatment rate for low grade silicious ore
of 85 per ton, paying $20 per ounce for the

The mill is driven' by electricity, the cur-
rent being brought from Bonnington Falls,
35 miles djstant, and has been supplied
without terruption for eight months,
and distributed to two motors at 2,000
volts for the upper and lower portion of
the plant independently. The water is
brought to a point above the plant by
means of a flume 3,000 feet n length, from
the company’s water grant in Little Sheep
creek.
