C., D.S.0. (with bar), M.C., has
brought down his 72nd; air-
plane and won the highest title asji
an air fighter. He has been sent
back to England and will probably
he forced to rest on his laurels, hav-
ing been appointed to administrative
duties on the Air Board. He will
be stationed permanently in Eng-
land.
