AND NEWFOUNDLAND ISLAND

Discussed at a Dinner in London, the Question Being One of
Terms—Premier Bond is Willing to Exert Himself.

London, July 16.—The Canada Club
dinner to-night was attended by the
colonial premiers now in Lendon, and
many other distinguished guests. Lord
Strathcona and Mount Royal, Cans-
diag High Commissioner in Londen,
presided.

The Right Hon. Edmund Barton,
Prime Minister of the Commonwealth
of Australia, in the ¢ ourse of an ad-
dress, made-the first public reference
to the plan for the Confederatiom ol
Newfoundland Canada mention-
ed in these despatches. The Austia-
lian premier said,he hoped that alil
obsticles in the way of Newfoundland
joining the Dominion would be
moved.

Sir Robert Bond, Prinfe Minister of
Newloundiand, replying, upon
great strategic value of New-
foundland, he said, stood as a
