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New Varleties of Lilies.

There is a pretty Chinese fancy con-
pected with these flowers, to tho cffect
that if they blossom before a certain day
the owner of them will live throughout
the year. I was curious to know how
many different kinds of lilies they have
in China, and, chatting with the chief
clerk of the state department on the sub-
ject, he kindly sent me the next day a
roll of no less than twenty-five different
kinds of lilies, hand painted in their
natural color upon fine rice paper. Many
of these are quite unknown in this coun~
try, while others are familiar.

The Chinese name for lily is uri, and®
they have such quairt given names as
hagako, a beautiful scarlet flower; uba, a
small white blossom; tepo, which is like
the Bermuda ascension lily; sirato, a
golden tiger lily; acasima, a small red
lily; yama, a large white lly, the petals
#potted with brownish red; takagima, a
double yellow lily; bene sugi, a large,
highly decorated flower, the long white
petals striped with magenta; koke, a
purple lily; siro kanoko, a white tiger
lily, and ya yeteuko, a tiger lily three
times doubled! It will be seen from this
that there are possibilities for florists in
the direction of the development of new
varieties of lilies which have not yet been
seen in this country.—Fuller Walker in
New York Graphic.
