The Quebec Finances.

The provincial treasury of; Quebec 
appears to be in a bad condition, 
according to provincial Treasurer 
Shehyn, and the unpardonable ex 
travngance of the Mercier government 
is pointed out as the cause of the 
deficit.

In his budget speech of last year. 
Mr. Shehyn assured the members of 
the house that, allowing for all possi­
ble expenditure,, there would be b 
surplus of 8137.107; but instead of 
this surplus,. there is a shortage of 
$425,062, as shown by the public ac 
counts. This appears to be an ex 
traordin ary state of affairs, when we 
consider the fact that within a com­
paratively recent date, Hon. Mr. 
Mercier assured the provincial electors 
from many. different platforms, that 
the era of ruthless expenditure and 
serious deficits was over, and that, the 
period of comfortable surpluses had ar 
rived; and thaï within the third year 
of the Na ional Government such an 
unpromising State of affairs should be 
produced, in addition to the fact that 
large sums of money were received 
that were not available to the Con­
servative administration previously. 
The cause of the excessive expenditure 
lies in the Legislative Buildings, 
where many soothing poultices were 
given some of the contractors. 
Throughout the length and breadth 
of the province, the coldest feeling is 
expressed for the Mercier government 
for their shameful disposal of public 
money.

A writer to the London Times 
makes the first announcement jof the 
success of the attempt to open nip 
commercial communication by the 
way of the Arctic seas between Eng 
land and the heart of Siberia. Even 
while he wrote," valuable cargoes 
which were in London at the end of 
July were being landed and wane- 
housed a' Yeniseisk, 1,500 miles up 
the Yenisei, and toward the end of 
October cargoes which left YeniseLk 
three months before were safe in the 
London docks. Hitherto sa>s the 
Times in i;s editorial comment- upon 
this important achievement, British' 
goods could only have filtered into 
the Siberian steppes and the forests 
along the great Moscow highway, pr 
through Afghan passes at a practic 
ally prohibitive cost. Now with cnlv 
one trans-shipment by the way, they 
hâve been delivered straight from 
the port of London to the quays of 
an emporium in Central Siberia;

AN INTERVIEW’ WITH CHARLES BROWN, 

YORKSHIRE MAN.

RANCHING, COWBOYS, CATTLE 
HORSE RAISING, AND ALL THAT 

SORT OF THING.

Charles Brown, foreman of the Mili­
tary Colonization ranch at Alberta,spout 

/ a few days in Westmorland with some
.y friends before leaving for England

where he 1ms gone to visit his old home 
in Yorkshire. While in Westmorland, 
a correspondent of the Sun interviewed.^ 

k Mr. Brown in reference to the country 
It will be remembered that Mr. Brown 
spent a year in Sackville, with the late 
Harmon Humphrey, before going

“How long have you been in 
Alberta 1”

“I wont there the year of the rebel­
lion, in the spring of 1885, when it was 
very difficult to get men to net as cuw-

“llas there been much advance in 
. the country since that date V”

“Yes; the advance has beerfl very 
marked in that time. To give you an 
idea, Calgary, then, was scarcely in ex­
istence, and there were a few houses 
only where, the town low stands. Now 
it is an incorporated town with mayor 
ami aldermen. A great many of the 
buildings are stone, and building lots 
on the front streets sell for from four to 
five thousand dollars. The land outside, 
too,is being taken up very speedily by 
settlers, and a large emigration is ex­
pected in the spring.”

“Are the. new .comers gerterally sat is­
fied ?” \

“Yes; almost everyone seems to have 
full confidence in the country.”

“What about the climate and sum­
mer frosts?”

“There are some freezing days, no 
mistake about that—so cold that it 
freezes the cattle’s horns; hut such days 
are comparatively few. On the whole, 
the climate most of the year ds one of. 
the finest in the world. It is very 
rarely you hear anyone complain either 
of the climate or summer frosts out. 
there, ^'here^are.lots of days in Feb- 
ruaryUnd March its warm as your sum­
mer weather.”

“Have you been ranching ever since 
you went out ?”

“Yes; my last work was helpingVj 
ship a train load of cattle for the Eiy- 
lisli market. Wo brought 200 heml/)f 
cattle to Montreal, to Jjc shippod f/un j 
tii ere.” ‘

“What were those cattle worth on the 
ranch ?”

“Wo put them at 830 a head ‘and it 
would cost about 8.33 to land them at 
Liverpool. Ten of that would go to the 
C. P. R. for bringing them to Mont-

“Is the ranching business likely to 
develope to large proportions ?” ^

“I have my doubts about it as to 
cattle. The horse ranching will, I 

, think. Cattle cannot stand the cold 
spells as well as horses; and settlers are 
also coming so fast and taking up the 
land. Steers two or three years old do 
not mind the cold, and stand the win­
ters almost as well ns the buffalo used 

• to; but. the breeding stock—cojws and 
heifers—are the ones that suffer. 
Stock-raising, however, will always, or 
at least \vil| for a long time, be the 
business of the country; but it will lw 
in the hands of farmers who will keep 
from one to five hundred,just wlmt they 
can care for during hard spells. ”

“What are the favorite breeds of cat­
tle out there?”

“They have all the principal breeds,

but the Shorthorns, so far, have had the 
lead. This season, however, a train 
load of Herefords was sent to England 
and brought a fine price; since that 
there has been lots of inquiries for 
Herefords. The Angus have done well 
but arc not considered equal to the 
Short Horns or Herefords.”

“Have you had much experience with 
horses ?”

“Lots. Mere than with cattle. And 
horse-ranching, if rightly managed, will 
pay. Turn a horse out there in the fall 
so poor you can- see through him, and 
in the spring he will be fat.”

“I suppose you have had some ex 
pevience in lassoing.”

“Well, yes; perhaps more than most 
cowboys, as when I went into the busi­
ness I determined to know how to do 
the whole thing. You have to learn to 
ride first, then teach your horse what 
you want him to do, for in lassoing, the 
horse has his part to do, and the man 
has his, which is to keep his eye on the 
animal he wants to rope,, as we usually 
call it. We do not guide the horse by 
the bit, but by a slight pressure on the 
neck, either right or left, whichever side 
you want the horse, to turn; but in 
lassoing, the horse is supposed to know 
enough to make all the turns necessary 
after he understands which animal is 
wanted. Everything has to be caught 
with a rope, even to the working hdrses 
if they are turned loose. Milk is one 
of our scarcest commodities as an article 
of diet on the ranch. You will. under 
stand how this is when every cow has 
to be run down, roped and dragged uy 
to the coral, and lashed fast to n post 
fore and aft. One summer, for 
month, I brought in four or five every 
day and lashed them fast and milked 
them, but it was very much like work. 
With the horses, we throw the rope 
around the neck; with a bull, we throw 
it over the neck and foreleg. Calves 
and young stock we catch by ono, or 
both hind legs. The big calves when 
branded and castrated, will'turn on you 
when they are let up, and to get the 
rope off and get out of the way without 
getting butted, requires one to know 
what lie is about. There is often lots of 
fun at that time. It was usually my 
work to rope the animals and bring them 
in, so I had a good chance to have the 
fun of seeing the fellows scamper.

“I remember one day last summer, i 
gentleman came on the ranch to buy t 
horse. He was a man who liked fun, 
?iud lie wanted a fast horse^ The 
prairie wolves and cayotes are quite 
plentiful out there and they are sup­
posed to run very. fast. This gentleman 
said if I had a llorse that could catch 
one of these animals, he would buy, so I 
mounted one of our best luirses anti rode 
out till ^ got sight of one«cjjF the chaps, 
and then gave the signal, as the man 
wanted to see the race. I ran the coy­
ote down in a half mile chase, roped 
him and was bringing him to camp alive, 
but drew him too near the horse and he 
kicked him to death. I sold the horse 
all right.”

Wlmt breed of horses have you 
there ?”

All the principal breeds—Percheron, 
Clydesdale, j Blood Hackney. At pres­
ent the" Percherons are ahead. Wo 
think the cross with the Percheron 
maires the most saleable horse.”

What is their percentage of loss in 
colts ?”

“Often not more than five per cent. 
Last year out of 125 colts we lost about 
ten or twelve, which was, however,mere 
than usual. Our breeding mare 
very seldom taken. ”

“Do the flies bother the horses muclT 
in the summer ?”

“Yes, the mosquitos torment them in 
the night during the summer, and tin 
people as .well. We have ‘smokes’ 
around the coral and camp most of the 
time during these months and it is sur­
prising how quickly the horses under­
stand the advantage of them. The 
horses on the prairie often travel thirty 
and forty miles in a night, going against 
the wind, to get clear of the mosquitos. 
And for this reason mares with young 
foals have to be kept in the coral at 
night, as the colts from travelling get 
swelled joints and become worthless. I 
never saw a spavined horse out there. ”

“What about Indians ? are they, get­
ting civilized ?”

“Not, much; we never had much trou­
ble with them, but now and again they 
will drive some of the ranch cattle away 
and kill one and have a big time. They 
dont like the idea of giving up tfieir old 
habits. They won’t try ro talk English 
but they are always ready to teach ybu, 
their language by pointing to an article 
and naming it. I learned to talk their 
language so that I could do business 
with them.”

“Are you going back again ?”
“Oh., yes ! I expect to be back again 

4>y the second week in February. The 
country has not done too bad for me. 
and I do not propose to desert it.”

The Sheep Industry.

THE SHIPMENTS NOT AFFECTED BY Mo 
KinLEYS bill.

Mr. P. G. Mahoney, of Melrose, 
w ho is one of the largest buyers of 
sht-ep in these provinces, has, during 
the past few months, shipped about” 
5,000 shetq to. _ the United States. 
In uoiiversatien with a representative 
of the R st, Mr. Mahoney said he 
could not sav that the recent tariff 
regjilatons made by the Americans 
had in any way affected the profits of 
his business. He could aiford to give 
as good prices as before, and he found 
that his sales were as profitable as 
in the days of freer trade relations.

In speaking of the possibilities of 
increasing the business, lie said it was 
almost a pity that our farmers did 
not pay more attention to wool and 
mutton production. Of the entire 
shipments nv-de during the season,but 
600 sheep came from Sackville and 
Botsford parishes, yet there were few 
localities that could show better 
facilities for sheep raising than those 
places. We had the pasture for 
summer, the liny to keep them during 
the winter, and a market, both local 
and foreign, that could not readily be 
overstocked.

Mr. M- t came near loosing 500 
sheep by the recent high tides They 
were on an is'and near Tracadie and 
only for the persistent af Forts of the at­
tendants in keeping them < n a small 
patch uf upland all would have been 
drowned.

—The students uf Acadia college are 
out on a strike. The trouble arose out 
of the suspension of the third year for 
alleged misdemeanors and the others 
went out on a strike in sympathy.

—The fine and fully equipped mill at 
the Caledonia Mine. Molega, Kings Co., 
N. S. was burned on Thursday morning 
last. Everything was consumed except­
ing the Diamond drill. Loss 825,000, 
insurance 88,000.

—Ezra Bishop brought into our office 
on Saturday a bunch of pansy blossoms 
picked in the snowstorm that raged 
that day. The capabilities of this cli­
mate are only beginning to be under­
stood.—Kentville Chronicle.

—An Indian funeral passed through 
Springhill las'c week. There were fcjust 
three mourners in the procession. One 
ahead carried a large wooden cross, the 
other two carried the coffin and a child, 
turn about.—Springhill News.

About noon, “on Thursday, the 
Halifax express which passed Sack- 

ill o on Wednesday at *6 30 for Mont­
real, went through a biidgo at St. 
Joseph’s, South Quebec, and up­
wards of fifty persons were injured, 
and, at last accounts, ten were re­
ported killed. The train was run­
ning at a high rate of .speed into the 
town, and while crossing a bridge 
over a highway, a wheel or axle on 
one of - the passenger coaches gave 
way, and the' train became a total 
wreck, the rear cars piling upon.- and 
cru king, the forward ones, and one 
cir gtiing over the embankment. 
Had the train been going on a 
straight track instead of a curve, the 
carnage would have bt-en terrible.

They asked for him on 
Wednesday^ night. “Where is Mr. 
Pulitizer?’’ was heard on every side, and 
the answer was, “He sailed this mom 
ing for Europe, utterly broken down in 
health and totally blind.”

Industrial and Gonyneicial.
— During thé past yean, the United 

States postal revenue has been increased 
$5,000,000, and 5,000 new offices have 
been opened.

—The Wilmot Spa Springs Co., Kent­
ville, are preparing for a big business 
next summer. They have commenced 
the erection of a large building.

—Russia is about to construct a new 
harbor on her northern shores to pro­
vide for the rapidly growing trade of 
her subjects in the northern regions.

—It is said the Panama canal is an 
idea of the past. Time will soon cover 
up what was once Jibe grandest exhi­
bition of French engineering, and, it 
may be added, indiscretion,, the world 
has ever seen.

—The sheets fdr taking of the domin-i 
ion census are now being run off at the 
government printing bureau at Ottawa. 
Some 3,000enumerators are to be employ­
ed. It will be some time before the 
work is commenced as each enumerator 
will have to be instructed.

—The Bras d’Or Marble Company is 
making a large outlay in channelling 
andother quarry machinery. It expects 
to begin shipping marble in the spring. 
Its lime works have been enlarged dur­
ing the past season, but have not been 
able to meet the demand.—Canadian 
Mining Review.

—The provisional directors of the 
Royal Gold Mining Company, now 
doing a general mining and milling 
business at Whiteburn, Queens co., N. 
S., give notice that they will apply for 
incorporation. The proposed capital 
stock is $50,000, and the names of the 
incorporatora_are Charles Brown and A. 
Curtis, of,Boston, Messrs J. E. Cush­
ing, of Caledonia, N.. S., G. W. John 
son, of Yarmouth, and Thomas Parker, 
of Caledonia.

—The elformous difference between 
rail and water freight rates is shown by 
some recently published statistics of 
traffic on the lakes during the season of 
1889. In that year the value of the 
freight carried through the “Soo” canal 
was $83,732,527, and the total amount 
paid for its transportation was $8,034, 
24(5. Had the same freight béen car­
ried by rail, the cost to the shippers’ 
would have been $54,772,759. The 
total saving to the public by the use of 
water transportation on the lakes 
estimated at nearly $120,000,000.

The sands bordering on Meander 
River, Hants Co., N. S., have been 
found to contain gold, but it is not 
known whether in paying quantities 

not. John Parker has panned 
the sands there and got from three to 
thirteen sights of gold in each pan. Mr.
A. B. Kittson, inventor of the “Gold 
King Amalgamator,” who lately, as re
