He shot at a. nmn who 
was at the back of his neck, holding his 
h«ad to the ground. This explains the 
fatal shot, ajid the whoh» afaftv, as 1 
believe the new hoard will agree.”

This is the version of the sh robing 
given to-day by an officer of high rank, 
who had much to do with the first, in­
vestigation and will he an important 
witness in the coming investigation to 
open next Monday. There are said to be 
many other officers who share this view- 
arid who believe that the first court’s 
verdict of suicide will he changed by the 
second court to one of death by acci­
dental shooting.

Hi is. if is suggested, may 
hove something t.o do with the strong 
efforts that have been put forth to have 
the ease re opened and the suicide record 
wip»d out.

As soon as the police 
were driven back the rioters séparait ed 
into elans again and b.-gan fighting 
among themselves.

-rioters, and a pitched battle, which Iasi 
el for more than an hour, /followed. The 
police were ooanpeilcd to /swing right 
a nr I left with their clubs, and cracked 
many a skull before the rio-Ums were fin­
ally dispersed. The serioueness of the 
fight is indicated by the fact that eight

Tenders will be called for to-day 
for the construction of the remainder 
of the transformer stations to be erect­
ed in the various towns and cities 
where the commission will deliver 
power.

To-day Hon. Mr. Beck, accompanied 
bv the chief engineer of the commis­
sion. Mr. P. W. Sothman, and Mr. 
Ross, of Ross & Holgate, Montreal, 
the consulting engineer, started start­
ed on a trip of inspection of hte whole 
line and right-of-way from Niagara 
Falls to Windsor. They will examine 
the sites and inspect hte right-of-way.
