Plneapple Cream

Pineapple cream is a deliclovs
sweet for the hot weather. * Reguired
one tin of pineapple, half an ounce
of isinglass. two ounces of Ilump
sugar, and half a pint of thick cream.
Put half a pint of the syrup or the
pineapple into a saucepan (if there is
not that quantity make it up with

water.) Chop up two-thirds of the
pineapple, being careful to remove
any skin. Add the chopped-up pice-

apple and sugar for eight minutes;
then add the isinglass that has been
previously dissolved in a little hot
water; allow all to boil gently for
five minutes, and pour the mixture
into & towl. When it is cold and
beginning to set whisk in the cream
and best all together unti it is a
thick creamy mass. Pour into a wet
mould, and leave it aside until set
and quite firm. Turn on to a glass
dish and arrange the remainder of
the pineapple around it cut into small
chunks.
