SCIENCE OF FARMING.

There are four other elementary bodiee
that en‘er inta the growth and.composition
of plante, and it ie trom these the greater
part of bulk of plants and animale are com-
posed. These four substances are .oxygen
nitrogen, hydrogen.and carbon. The three
firet of theve are known to us ina gaseous
form. Carbon ie pure charcoal, and when
burned, it combines with the oxygen of the
air in certain and exact proportions, form-
ing carbonic acid. These four are termed
by chemists organic bodies, and they are
suseeptible among themselves (and with
the organie constituents of plants) of form-

ing an infinity of chemical combinatione,
snd yielding an endless variety of products.

The stmospliere we breathe, and in which
plants grow and live,ie compored principally
of'a mixtore of oxygen and nitrogin gases,
in the propertion, very nearly, of twenty-
one of the former to seventy-nine of the
Ja‘ter. It sleo con'ains, as & const tuent
mecessary to the very existence of vegeta-
bla life, & *mall per centnge of earbonic acid
on an average of about one twenty-five
bundreth part, and however incredible it
may serm to those unecquainted wiih syri
ealtural chemistry, yet it 1o a fact, that
from this source 18 derived about one-half
of the solid substance of all plante that
grow upon the face of the globe. :

At the firet view it would reem impossi
ble that this aprarently smnll amount of
earbonic scid diffuued through the atmos-
phere could supply to growing plaats the
earbon found 1 therr wolul parte; a8 1t
amo'nts to frdm forty to fifty per cent, of
all trees, plants, and vegetables, in fact; a'l
the paris of plants which are cultivated for
the fool of man or anun», and ungaestion
ably most of this carbon 18 detived directl:
from the air, by the agency of the leaves of
plants, although there can be no dew't but
& omall proportion of it is taken np by the
yoote mixed with water, and some of the
fnorganic matters that are in svlution, such
as potash, line. 822,

When we reflect that the atmosphere not
enly entirely surrounde the earth, but ex-
tends in every direction about forty-five
miles *“and it the who'e acid were collected
in a stratum or bad occupyving the lower
part of the atmosphere, sach & stratum
would linve the thickness of about thir-
teen” fmet ;" and this' would be epreal
over the entire waters of the oceins, seas,

7~ lakes, rivere, the deserts of sinis, the fro
gen regione of the piles, and in fact over
every part and place of the glabe, and by
the wiadom of the Great Contriver, this gas
ie, in sonumeratle weyvs returned to the air
s« fas! as abetracte !, by growing plants.—
Here, then, onr wonder cea<es.

We know, if we take a given quantity by
weight, of well.seasoned wood, and dieti
1t in a close vessel, or burn it in heaps cov-
ered over a0 as 10 exclude the free acce:s
of air, wood charcoal is left behind, \Vhen
thie proceas 1s well performed, the charcoal
will weigh from forty to fifty per ernt as
much as the wood did. T'he charcoal con
sists of carbon, with a slight imixture cnly
of earthily matter and saline matter, which
remsins behind when the coal or carbin 1s
burned in the oen air,  When the charcoal
or carbon is hurned in the open air, it com-
bines with the oxygen of' the air, to keep
up the combustion, and the whale of the
coal enters into a chemical union with the
oxygen, and forme carbonic acid, or in oth
er words, carbonic acid consiste of oxvgen,
with a definite or fixed quantity of charcoal
or carbon dissolved init.  This gaes is com-
posed of two proportions of oxygen and vne
of carbon. In thie state it 1e takan in by
the leaves of plants, Tic leaves of plante
are their lungs, and they posecss the power
of absorbing from the air carbonic acid, and
fn daylight it is decompcsed, but much
more rapidly in clear sun light. When
thue decomposed in the leaf, the oxygen is
oet free, and 18 again restored to the a'mos-
phere, but the carbon is retained and min-
gled with the true sap of the plant ; and in
obedience to those mysterious laws of che-
mical combination, ia made to form = moiety
of the endleen variety of wond, fruite, reel«
&2.. which are the results of vegetable life.

It may seem a mystery how the leaf ot
@ plant can take from the air tho carbonic
acid, when in such apparent emall quantity
and separate the carhon from 1ts oxvgen —
We grant it 1a a g -tery ; but then we
know for s certainty the fact of the leaves of
plante possessing this power of absorption
and decomnosition : it is the way the growth
of a plant has been provided fur—the Crea-
tor has so willed it.

Plants take from the atmoephere, by their
leaves, carbontc acid, a deleterions gas, aun.l
decomnpoeea it, and-restore to it the oxvgen
that is taken into the lungs of animals,
which combines with the carhan of the
food, and by the proceces of respiration i«
given off to the atinaspliare in the form of
carhonic acid. the food of plants,

8o heavy an
10 eanse mach surface wa'er ; but at each
shower, the soluhile parts of the manure di+
wolve, wash down and act inmediately on
the rota of tie plinie, cansing then to
eontinu* their growth, uatil checked by
frosi, Should there be an excess of this
liquil manure, 1t will descend lower into
the eurth, at every succeeding shower, and
when oncd deposited there, will never as-
cend. (We cannot concar in this apinion,
Manure muy ba wa<ted by evaporating in
the air, as well an’by de-cen ling too deap
into the earth.—kpi.) On very porous
suils, however, s omuadarat dnislismne I
have knawn gravelly land, where rotten
minure has been ploughed in betore the
commencement of the fall rains, and mueh
of 1te strength washed out of the reach of
the roita of nost kinde of grain, could not
be brought up again withont vory deep
plonghing or hy plaating, or sowing such
kinda of vegetables as possvss doep—search-
ing roote.

DRILLING IN WHEAT,.

We are convinced that putting in wheat
with a drill is not o1 ly the preferable plan,
but that a great saving of seed may he effee-
ted hy it, and an increased product by it
obtained. To sow a 100 acre field broad-
cant, as it ought to be, will require 200
bushels of aeed :~ wherean 126 bushels if
put in with the machine, will answer fully
an well, thereby saving 75 bushels in seed
ng 100 acres, The ridge rased by tha
machine protects the plants through tha
winter ; and in spring, if the roota should
not be thrown ont. manv. if not mogt of
them, will be ecovered by the ernmbling
down of the ridges.  All that would be ne-
coesary to render thia certain, wonld be, i
the spring, to pasa a roller oser the field,
as goon as the frort was ont of the gronnd
and the 8.l dry ; ae the pressing, or com
nreasion—of —the ridges, wontd-necessarily
cover up most _of the ronta that might he
fonnd exposed unon the surface, and thus
enstire their taking root and growing,
Besule, the intervala hetween the drille,
would aecure n free cirenla‘ion of air thro'
the planta whila growing, and ba pa-ticn
larly eerviceabla in preventing, 1o a very
ereat extent,the gian fram frost.  [If the
