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THE TURKS TRY.T0. .

Three Thouszad Troops Met by Ital-
ians Who Were Prepared—With
Aid of Ships Turks Repulsed—
Twoting by Arabs Largely Work of
Escaped Criminais.

Tripoli, Oct. 10—The Turks appar-
ently do not ihtend to abandon Tripoli
to the Italians without further deter-
mined resistance. For several days
bands of Horsemen have been rezon=
noitering in the vicinity of the Italian
oufposts. Several times at nig.ht they
have been discovered by the searzh-
lights ot the warships and then shells
-drove them back-again: into the hills.
About 10 o’clock this morning, about
3,000 Turkish troops with field guns
were discovered advancing witn the
intenition of re-capturing the town.

The Italian commander, however,
‘had an intimation that such an attack
probably would be made and his men
were prepared. The Italian guns were
well placed and the Turks were met
with 8 heavy artillery and rifle fire, o
which they replied with equal energy.
It was moonlight and the fleet turned
the searchlights on the contending
forces. When the engagement was at
its height, the battleships and cruisers
joined in with their smaller batteries,
directing the shells to cover the Jtalian
front and flank. For more than &n
hour ,the firing on shore was continu-
ous, but about 2 o’clock, it slackened
and- gradually ceased.

The Turks retired, but in good cor-
der, although it is reporte dthat taey
suffered heavy losses. Another body
of Turks. tried to turn the Italians
easteen _flank, but without success.
The Italian cusualties were slight. The
Italian lieet pursued the retiring Tarks
with a heavy shell fire, until 6 o’clock
in theé morningz.

Looting By Convicts.

The loutinz by the Arabs, which oc-
curred after the bombardment and the
disorderly Light of the Turkish troops
was to-a great exient the work of 450
criminals left in prison, who beat
down the doors and escaped. The
looters made a clean sweep of Vali's
place, the palace . building, barracks
and forts. 'Even. doors and windows
were removed and the powder maga-
zine pillagéd.

The Turks appear to have had en-
ormous supplies of ammunition, guns,
rifes and projectiles. Quantities of
powder, cartridges and shells since
have heen recovered from the looters
and the Italians have blown up three
large powder .magazinés. Looters and
escaped prisoners constantly are being
re-captiired. Signs of loot are visible
on all sides in the incongruous attire
worn by negroes. and ragged native
children. 2

Onc of thé curious sights of the
town is the appearance of the Turk-
ish police and soldiers who have been
enrolled in the Italian service, all clad
in Turkish' uniforms and Wwearing
Turkish arms, accompanying the ital-
fjan governor and others and aiding
marines in restoring order.

Naval Attaches Present.

Rome, Oect. 10, *via Frontier—The
nava! attaches of all European coun-
tries ,the United States and Japan and
China, who will accompany the exX-
pedition, were most cordially received
by the Italian naval and military ofli-
cers, 'The Americarn attache is Com-
mander Andrew T. Long. The trans-
ports which ieft Naples were under
the escort of a squadron sent purpose-
ly by Rear Admiral Aubrey, which
was reinforced by other warships
waliting outside the strait of Messina.
The great gecrecy maintained con-
¢erning. the sailing of the expedition
is explained by the fact that the gov-
ermrment realizéd the danger of a sur-
prise attaek on the forces at Tripoli
because. the withdrawal from che
blockade along that coast of ships to
convey the transports,

The great precautions taken, how-
ever, .seem excesgive in this case as
of late no Turkish warships have been
signalled in the Mediterranean, while
the Turkish garrison at Tripoli hardly
is. in condition te make an effectipe
assault on the town. The expedition
is expected to reach Tripoli Thurs-
day.

Town Resuming Old Aspect.

Reports liom Tripoii say the town
is resaming its. ancient aspect and
active work is being done, Graaually
the town has been cleared of the ele-
ments opposed to the occupation.
The dqiadron sent to Naples to escort
the transporis include the battleships
Vittorio Emmanuel, Regina, Elena,
Roma angd Napoli, which participated
in the bombardment of and landinz at
Tobruk. .

As the boats with the landing par-
ties neared the shore, they were re-
ceived by a hail of bullets. Without
waiting for ‘the boats to land, soldiers
and sailors alike -leaped into-the sea,
answered the .fire of the enemy and
then charged with bayonets, driving
the Turks before them. Officers of the
battleships alsq say that the loszes at
Tripo!i included seven Europeans,
most ‘of thent¥ periShing at the Ger-
Enang consulate, and more than 100
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Turkish Refugees Complain.

Malta, ©Oct: 10—The Italian destroy-
er Borea, which arrived here yester-
day . escorting  the steamer Assyria,
carrying many Turkish refugces from
Tripoli, left this morning. She was
permitted to take on only sufficient
water to carry her to Syracuse, The
Italtan'eohsul’ objécted to the action
of the British authorities, contending
‘that a sthe Borea was escorting a
steamer filled with passengers who
were lableto. mutiny and: seize “the
ship, she could not be considered as
being employed for a warlike purpose
and §N6ild’ therefore have free use ¢f
a neutral port. The refugees who were
permitted to land will take the naxt
steamer for Constantinopie,  They
complained bitterly of ill treatment &t
the hands of 'the Italians, saying they
had not been supplied with sufficient
food ‘and’ water. A second Ita jan
steamer . with. 150 Turks, their wives
and families departed from Trippli,
arrived he,r'e this afternoon,

FORTY YEARS SINGE
- CHIGAGU'S BIG FIRE

City is Celebrating. the - Anniversary
of the $200,000,000 Conflagration,
Which Occurred in - October of

1871—Cow Did Not_Starg Fire.

Chicago, Oct. 11.=~Chicago is cele-
brating today the fortieth anniversary
of the great fire of 1871, which des-
troyed $200,000,000 worth of pro-
perty and caused the death of 300
persons. In Grant Park a replica of
Mrs, ‘O’Leary’s historical barn is .to
be fired as a feature of the evening’s
performance. A cow has been secur-
ed to play the part of the famous ani‘-_
mal, which, according to the general
accepted belief, started the big blaze
by kicking over a lamp. In this con-
nection, Michael Ahern, the only liv-
ing police réporter who “covered” the
story, gives a version of the affair,
which differs materially from that
generally taken as correct.

*“The fire was not started by a cow
kicking over a . lamp : while Mrs.
O'Leary was milking -the  animals,”
said Ahern. “The O!Learys were al
in bed when the fire started. Mrs.
O’Leary had milked her: cows—she
owned  flve—more than three hours
before the fire was discovered. 1
knew ‘Mrs. O'Leary wells She was a
truthiul woman. A few days’ after
the fire I interviewed her regarding
the story of the cow and the lamp.
She branded it as untrue.

“It js true that the fire started in
‘the O’'Leary cowshed, and I have my
reason for believing that some one
went there to pilfer' milk from one
of the cewas,

“There was a social gathering in
the neighborhood in honor 6f'a young
man from Ireland. -One of those pre-
sent told me in after years fhat two
women of the .party went to the
O’Leary shed to get scme . milk for
punch. One woman held a lighted
lamp while the otheér milked the cow.
They thought they heard someone
cominz and in their hurry to escape
the lamp was dropped, setting fire to
the place. “That, T believe, is the true
cause of the fire.”
