Fire Fighting.
We are glad to learn that investi­

gations will be held both by the City 
Council and Inspector General Sulli­
van. A searching enquiry will be 
made by the latter into the trouble 
that occurred about the fire engines, 
and the City Council will inquire in­
to the causes of the lack of sufficient 
water supply to fight the Beams fire 
yesterday. We shall await the in­
vestigations with interest. , and the 
public will expect that a remedy will 
be found outside of any attempt to 
compel all householders to shut off 
their taps during severe cold and 
wintry blasts. Householders cannot 
afford to keep their taps turned off. 
It would mean that the majority of 
houses would have their water sup­
ply stopped by frost during a good 
part of the winter. A remedy will 
have to be found by providing suffi­
cient pressure to fight fire, after al­
lowing for the running of water in 
houses In which there are neither radi­
ators nor hard coal stoves and in 
which the open fires and cooking 
stoves are out during the night.

Diphtheria
at Cat Harbor.

The Lost Schr. 
John Harvey.

Dr. Smith has gone from Wcs- 
leyville to the place and will take ail 
necessary steps to combat the malady.

Strong influences are being 
exerted on both sides to avoid a con­
flict. , The ballot is to decide whether 
notice be given of a national stvika on 
March 1st. The leaders of the Feder­
ation opposes the movement.

Some 
of the firemen are to-day laid off with 
colds owing to the hardship endured.

rived here from the north at noon to­
day. having been two weeks trying to 
get south on the completion of the 
Green Bay service. The ship was in 
seldom barred by heavy ice the past 
week. Capt. Knee got out on a 
slight change of wind yesterday morn­
ing and came south to Catalina where 
he sheltered till this morning, and 
made a good run to St. John's. The 
ship was iced up heavily on her 
sides, deck and rigging. Several big 
seas swept over her crossing Trinity 
and Conception Bays this morning.
