Carbonear 72 years ago, being the 
son of Mr. Keough, a well-known aad 

cooper ofhighly respected master 
that town. He received his education 
at the Grammar School, presided over 
by that brilliant scholar, Alexander 
O'Donovan, M.A. ot Trinity College, 
Dublin, and after the demise ot the 
famous teacher, under the tuition of 
the late Lawrence Mackey. When 
about fifteen years of age he came to 
St. John’s, and entered the flourish­
ing and enterprising firm of R. O’­
Dwyer, where he remained for some 
years, after which he entered the em­
ploy ot George Knowllng. After leav­
ing the latter firm he became con­
nected with the firm of Berney A 
Fitzgibbon. After some time in that 
employ, he started .business on his 
own account in the shop at the junc­
tion of Queen and Water Streets, op­
posite Connors' Drug Store. After the 
year of the crash, he entered the em­
ploy of A. Harvey & Co., In which 
firm he bad been a faithful and trust­
ed employee for the past twenty- 
three years. During his life Mr. 
Keough filled various Important posi­
tions, everywhere winning the sln- 
cerest regard of all who came In con­
tact with him by his ability, dutiful­
ness and integrity. A man ot noble 
character and pleasing personality— 
a citizen of the highest type—a 
Catholic who practised hie religion, 
he held the confidence of all classes. 
His candour and unbiased regard to 
truth had always been prominent 
among the many excellent traits of 
hie character. Indeed his whole life 
has been in strict accordance with 
the sentiments he entertained of the 
Christian religion.
