King Edward and the members of his
party entered the state ecarriages with
gorgeously clad . postillions and outrid-
ers, and escorted by a regiment of cuiras-
siers drove to the British embassy.
The route for the procession was
through the beautiful avenue Bois de
oulogne and the Avenue Des Champs
ilysees, arched with chestnut trees in
full bloom. The lowering clouds which
marked the earlier part of the day had
broken up, and the sun came forth to
add to the splendor of the spectacle. The
avenues were lined with solid ranks of
dragoons, 'cuirassiers, horse artillery,
field batteries, and infantry, guns, hel-
mets, and other trappings gleaming in
the sun light. Behind these martial walls
the people were banked in solid masses,
and all the trees, windows, and balcon-
ies, house tops, were crowded with spec-
tators. It was estimated that half a
million people gathered along the lines.
At the Arch De Triomph the scene
was majestic, long lines of soldiers, a
forest of waving banners, blaring bugles
and rolling drums, and succeeding bands

taking up “God Save the King.” The
President and King were continually ae-
claimed as they passed through the liv-
ing walls of soldiery. Among the popu-
lace occasionally discordant s outs were
heard, but the prevailing sentiment was
strongly friendly.

King Edward alighted at the British’
embassy on the Rue Du Faubourg, where
sumptuous apartments had been pre-
pared for him, including a throne room,
furnished in the art treasures of Borg-
hes Palace, above the embassy the Royal
standard of Great Britain was raised.
The Rue Du Faubourg was densely
packed and the crowds continuously ac-
claimed His Majesty.

After a brief rest King BEdward pro-
ceeded with an escort of cuirassiers to
the Elysees Palace, where he was re-
ceived by President Loubet. The re-
mained together for some time, %’hen
the King was on his way to the Elysees
the crowds continued their friendly mani-
festations. Paris today was given up. to
elaborate fgstivities, the government en-
couraging fetes similar to those of the
14th of July. The boulevards were ablaze
with color, floral arches, and artistic
devices symbolical of royalty.  Street
parades and dances were going on every-
where, Some of the kiosks displayed

Brx.tish badges were seen, but in the
main the sentiment of the people was
most friendly, and no notable manifesta-
tion of hostility was recorded.

Slight Falls of Rock Continue
to Alarm Stricken Com-
munity.

AH Danger of a ﬂood From¥
Choked  River  Now
Averted.

Pack Train Road Being Con-
structed Around the Miles
of Debris.

Frank;, N. W. T. May 1.—Now and
then a noise of a quantity of loose rock
rumbling down the sides of Turtle moun-
tain disturbs the people left in Frank,
and the numbers who have been brought
there as a result-of the disaster, but no
further slide is anticipated. During
Thursday night- there were twe loud
noises from .the mountain, probably of
falling rock, but otherwise ali was quiet.
William Pearce of Calgary, Dominion
Superintendent of Mines, and a geolo-
gist of some standing, made an exami-
nation of the scene of the slide, and he
has reported that no earthquake or vol-
canic action was responsible for the great
avalanche which enveloped Frank and
brought death to 62—for that is the ;'e-|
vised number of the roll of the dead, in-
cluding eight women and 20 children.
Mr. Pearce says the rock slide extends
across the valley, and on the opposite
side of the bank for the, distance of a '
mile from Turtle mountain, and is spread
out fan-like, so that the extreme end is
nearlv two miles wide

The danger or mood as a result of
the damming of Old Man’s river and
Gold creek by the tremendous mounds
of rock which hurtled down the moun-
tain side, -has now been averted. Both
streams are piled high with rock for a
considerable distance, but it is antici-
pated that there is no immediate danger
from flood, although, if rains set (;ilci
Mans river and Gold creek were both
emptying below the lower tunnel, and
the wwate® =75 riging slowly. .

NEW'S AT OTTAWA.

‘Official Reponts of the Dominion Super-
intendent of Mines.

‘Wm. Pearce, Dominion superintendent |

of mines, has wired to the Premier from '
Frank as follows:

“Eighty-three killed, of whom fifteen
were woinen aldd fifteen children. There
will be no trouble by the damming of
the river. A rock slide, about four
thousand feet long and extending from
the top.of Turtle . mountain- westerly,
extends across the valley and’ on the
opposite bank Ffor ome one-quarter
of a mile from the front?; rtle nmoun-
tain, and is spread out fan-like so that
at the extreme end it is nearly two miles |
wide.

remainder are nearly 'all ‘buried under
many feet of rock, but possibly a few
near the edge of the slide may be recov-
ered.

“The killed includes- twenty-one min-
ers, and among others are ranchers,
mierchants, liverymen, engineers, rail-:
way contractors and laborers. Six cot-
tages were totally destroyed by rock.”
