Winnipeg, Dec. 1—The close of No­
vember has brought the results of the 
first three months of the crop year and 
has also brought within sight the close 
of navigation, so that gnàin figures are 
becoming more and more interesting. 
Marketing at interior elevators has now 
reached the 50,000,000 bushel mark for 
two roads, and of this amount 32,0ol,2oU 
bushels have passed inspection at Win-

Duluth under Minnesota inspection. The 
amount marketed is nearly double that 
up#to the same date hast year and in­
spections exceed those x>f last year by 
10,933,000 bushels. These figures are 
all based on an allowance of 1,050 
els per car, which, upon inquiries from 
•both railways, seems to tie about the av­
erage.Required for Home Consumption

The population of the west is now 
roughly 850,000, possibly more, so that 
at least 4;250,000 bushels will he requir­
ed for bread, and basing a calculation on 
the grindings of last year 3,750,000 bush­
els additional will be ground) into flour, 
and certainly eight million bushels 
will be required for seed, so that bb.- 
000,000 bushels of this year’s crop is al­
ready accounted for. This far exceeds 
the amoufft accounted for at this date 
last year, when only 21,127,500 bushels 
had passed inspection and less than 30,- 
000,000 bushels had been marketed.

The surplus in farmers’ hands for sale 
is probably between 15,000,000 and 20,- 
000,000 bushels, So that there does not 
seem to be any need for alarm that the 
heavy surplus will bear the market to 
any great extent.

The official despatches announcing the 
decisive crushing of the great mutiny 
at Sebastopol and the capture of all 
the mutineers, Including the fanatical 
commander, Lieut. Schmidt, has raised 
a great load from the hearts of Count 
Witte and his associates in the gov­
ernment. At a protracted cabinet 
council yesterday long an dserious con­
sideration was given to an even graver 
problem, the general strike of the tele­
graph auid postal employees, which has 
completely paralyzed the interior com­
munication of th^ empire and which if 
continued will mean nothing else than 
the economic and industrial death of 
Russia. Rumors were flying thick and 
fast late last night that Count Witte 
had decided to sacrifice M. Dumove, 
the acting minister of the interior, be­
cause of his action in discharging the 
leaders of these employees on Account 
of the strike. It is believed* however, 
that M. Dumove will be given a final 
opportunity to rectify his error.

Overtures to Renew Work
According to telephonic information 

frorrT'Moscow, the telegraphers there 
approached Baron Midem, the prefect, 
who promised to present a petition 
for the re-employment of those who 
had been discharged if work was im­
mediately recommenced. The govern­
ment perhaps will accept this egress 
from its difficulty in this regard.

The interruption of telegraphic com­
munication with the interior is com­
plete, and the Associated Press is able 
to forward the following despatches 
only by .special arrangements.

■o- Duluth, Nov. 30.—Dashed on the rocks 
forty miles north of Two Harbors, the 
steel steamer Geo. Spencer, and her con­
tort, the Amboy, of tt^e Tonawanda 
Setël Cotirpauy are wrecks at Thomas- 
ville.

ROOSEVELT AFTER BEAR.
One Hundred and Forty Nine 

Lives Lost In Three 
Big Storms.

S. F. Argouant.
“Outdoor Pastimes of an American 

Hunter,” Chas. Scribner’s Sons, by 
Theodore Roosevelt, is to be had 
at the book stores. Enough said. 
Everybody knows the man, his books, 
and what the book is about. It need only 
be remarked in passing tha£ the volume 
is sumptuously printed and bound, with 
an amazing lot of illustrations from pho­
tographs, when we drop into quotation 
with the account of the killing of the 
bear whose picture, together with that 
of President Roosevelt, appears on one 
of these pages.

Opposite us was a high and a very 
rugged, inountain-sifle covered with a 
giowth of pinyon—never a close-growing 
tree—its precipitous flanks broken' by 
ledges and scored by gullies and ravines. 
It was hard to follow the scent across 
such ' a mountain-side, and the dogs 
speedily became much scattered. We 
could hear them plainly, and now aud 
then could see them, looking like ants as 
they ran up and down hill and along the 
ledges. Finally we heard some of them 

‘barking bayed. The volume of sound in­
creased steadily, as the straggling dogs 
joined those which had first reached the 
hutited. animal. At about this time, to 

astonishment, Badge usually a 
stanch fighter, rejoined us, followed by 
one or two other hounds, who seemed to 
have had enough of the matter. Imme­
diately afterward we saw the bear, 
half way up the mountain-side. The 
hounds were all 'around him, and occa­
sionally bit at his hind quarters; but he 
had evidently no intention of climbing a 
tree. When we first saw him he was 
sitting up on a poipt of rock surrounded 
by tiie pack, his black fur showing to 
fine advantage. Then he moved off, 
threatening1 the dogs, and making what 
in Mississippi is called a walking bay.

It was a hard climb up to whêre they 
were, and we had to lead the horses. 
Just as we came in sight of him, across 
a deep gully which.ran down the sheer 
mountain-side, he broke bay and started 
off, threatening the foremost of the pack 
as they dared to approach him, and tor 
a minute I could not fire; then, as I 
passed under a pinyon, I got a clear 
view of his great round stern aud pulled 
trigger. The bullet broke both hips, and 
he rolled down hill, the bounds yèlling 
with excitement as they closed in on 
him. He could still play havoc with the 
pack, ancLthere was need to kill him qt 
once. I leaped and slid down my side 
of the gully as he rolled down his; at

ADVISES POWERS.
Paris, Nov. 30.—French opinion in­

clines to the belief that the “slight mod­
ifications” demanded yesterday by the 
Sultan in the conditions submitted to 
him by the powers 'would best be accept­
ed. Thus the Sultan would virtually 
yield, while Europe would run no dan­
ger of a conflagration. A former 
French ambassador to Turkey said to­
day:

“The time certainly will come when 
Turkey, ceaselessly rebuffed, will turn <>u 
Europe and try the suprem eissue. Why 
not now? The Sultan sees Austria and 
Russia paralyzed with internal embar­
rassments, and France occupied with 
Morocco, whilé Germany’s interests m 
Turkey call for tact in dealing with the 
Sultan. Britain alone seems to wish for 
an aggressive policy. If Abdul Hanna 
has made up Ms mind to choose this mo­
ment to try conclusions, then European 
powers have no such strong advantage as 
they appear tt> think.”

The Temps expects the Sultan to yield, 
but says:

“The danger lies in the fact that each 
side suspects the other of weakness. 
Therefore if the powers remain firm aud 
the Sultan loses his head, the situation 
is big with peril for Europe.”
