SEEN BY T. P. 'GONNOR

Well Known 0ld Country Journa-
~ list’s Impressions of the
Prime Minister

P. T. O. (London), edited by T. P.
O’Connor, has the following from the
pen of the brilliant editor:

Hamar Greenwood, one of the mem-
bers for York city, gave a dinner party
in the House of Commons the other
night. You who do not belong to ‘the
House of Commons don’t know much
yet of Hamar Greenwood, but you will
hear a good deal of him by and by
He is one of the colonial-born mem-

. bers of the present House of Com-
mons. He is a true son of Canada,
born there, brought up there, with a
good dedl of his heart and his inter-
ests centred there still. And in mind,
character, appearance, style of speech,
he'is a typical Canadian. What is the
typical Canadian? It is mot quite an
easy definition to make, but I should
roughly deseribe him as a blend of
the modernity, quickness, keen dnd
ready ‘humor of the American, with
the underlying steadiness, lové of or-
der,"and strong resolution to maintain
discipline “which are characteristically
English. The Canadian stands alone
in his clear, distinct individuality, and
a. very chaerng individuality 1 have
always found- it to be.

An Admirable After-Dinner Speaker

To understand this individuality you|

ought to hear my friend Greenwood
speak. The first time I did 5o, he was
but a name to me, expressing nothing
except one of the many big surprises
of the last general election, when he
succeeded in defeating Mr. Butcher,
a man of great ability, of high posi~
tion at the bar, and of several years’
experience in the House of Commons.
But after I 'had heard Mr. Greenwood
speak once he became a man Wwho
would always be familiar to me., A
more admirable after-dinner speaker
there is not in London today now that
George Augustus Sala and Edmund
Yates have gone over to the majority,
and that Justin McCarthy is in retire-
ment. Full of good humor, with that
curious touch of extravagance and bit-
ing wit which are essentially trans-
Atlantic, with ‘a certain touch of that
joy of life which belongs to . those
young children of Europe that have

re-created that great Western world, !

Mr. Greenwodd entirely captured his
after-dinner audiencer when 1 heard
. him make that speech.

Once a Strolling Player

i “One of the passages in this speech’

which I recall was that in which Mr.
Greenwood gave some glimpses into
his own career. He s a young man,
_uwith the full flush of youth’s high
color still upon his cheeks, .and vet
how varied has been his career! He is
‘ now a barrister and a meniw par-
liament, but a3 a lad he off to
seek ‘adventure in a’ traveling com-
pany of players, and he repeats with
great gusto and infectious fun the
criticisms which his efforts as a tra-
gedian drew from the outspoken press
of his native land. It is perhaps this
experience which has given to his face
its mobility, its impression of scarce-
ly 'suppressed fun and its twinkling
eyes.
Canada Not Overcrowded with Officials
And now to that curious and inter-
esting little dimmer party which Mr.
Greenwood gave the other night. It

was to the ministers of several of the

provinces of hig native Canada. You
may think that' you have exhausted
the powerful personalities of :Canada
when you have known Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Sir Francis Borden and a few
others of whose names you‘have been
reading in the newepapers. You are
quite mistaken. There are. many
legislatures in Canadf, and each prov-
ince has, besides its legislature, its
own cabinet, with a prime minister
and all the other great officers we
fave in our ca_.binsit at, home. Do not

run away with the idea that this
means there are too many parliaments

and too many officials in Canada. Forj.

Canada occupies ‘a larger amount of
the space of North America than do
the United States.

I allude to this Canadian dinne?r be-
g:use it brought home to-—-me, even

ore than I realized already, what a
tremendous heritage this Empire has
in that country. The mind almost
staggers before the gigantic possibil-
ities of Canada’s| future. 'I sat next
Mr. McBride, /tire ppime minister of
British ‘Columbia. Hére you have an
excellent specimen of the provincial
ruler..of Canada. They build their
men in those young countries—at least
the men who get to the top—on large
lines. Mr. McBride is, I should say.
over six feet high. His face, still
looking almost boyish in its fresh-
ness, with a strong Jjaw, fine dark
eyes, the mobile mouth of the speaker
and the politician, is surmounted by
white hair, the one mark, perhaps, of
the . strenuous life through which he
must have passed to have got so high
at so early an age. It was when you
found yourself face to face with em-
bodied Britigh Columbia like this that
you began tp realize what a Canadian
province mgans, and what are 'the du-
ties and responsibilities of a provincial
prime ister. Have you any idea
of the extent of British Columbia?
Well, here is what it is. T quote from
Chamber’s Gazetteer:

“Area; 388,300 square miles, or near-
ly four and a half times as big as
England, Scotland and Wales. Of the
total land area, say 250,000,000 acres,
only 900,000 are as yet oecupied.

“Climate.—On the coast mild, like
the wouth coast of England. 1In the
interior subject to great variations,
but the winter is short.

“History.—Crown colony in 1858,-and
in 1871 entered the Canadian federa-
tion. On instance of rapid growth is
furnished by the -city of Vancouver.
In 1881 it was forest; dAn 1891 there
were 25,00 inhabitants.

“Population.—~—About 250,000. In
1881, 49,459;  in 1901, twenty years
Iater, 190,000.

“Minerals are very plentiful”

In this colony are some-of the big-
gest mines In the world. There are
boundless. tracts of virgin forest.
There are millions of acres calling out
for the plows and the stfong British
arms behind them. And yet the popu-
lation is only a guarter of a million.

‘ Mr. McBride is here in conmection with

the business of his colony. He and
the Dominion government have been
carrying on a very polite, but a very
resolute, fight for years as to the con-
tribution of Mr, Mc¢Bride’s province. to
the expenges of the Dominion, and I
should think that even the subtle and
suave Sir Wilfrid Laurier—who, I am
told, conceals under this beautiful
eighteenth century -French exterior a
will of iron—I should think that even
Sir Wilfrid. Laurier would have all his
work cut out for him to beat this
British Columbian young giant with
his will of iron also underneath his
agreeable exterior. Perhaps I look on
the struggle with sgme additional in-
terest from the fact that Mr. McBride
is  the =son of Ulster parents, and I
recognize in him some of the sturdy
qualities of that robust and self-as-
sertive race.
