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POPULARITY OF PUBLIC

LIBRARY 1S GROWING ==

‘Demands Made Upon Institlj;
tion Show -Increase Dur-
ing Past Year

That the reading public of Victoria

is more and more taking advantage of’

the opportunities afforded by the Car-
negie library is shown by the report
which the commissioners, ex-Alderman
Cameron, Canon Beanlands and 2. O.
Schofield, have presented to the city
council. The number of readers dur-
ing the past year has greatly increas-
ed, not only in the lending depart-
ment but ,also In the reading rooms.
The number of books issued from the
lending department has averaged dur-
ing the past yedr 198" volumes a ‘day,
compared with 16§ per day for tae
preceding twelve /months, while the
number of readers both in the men’s
and women’s reading rooms has shown
a substantial increase. The report is

Report of the Commissioners of the
Carnegie Library, for the year ending
Deo. 311808, i1 4 ;

Gentlemen: —In presenting our re-
port upon the Carnegile Library, for
1908, we are pleased to be able to
comment upon the steady improvement
in that institution, and upon its largely
increased popularity. Especially 1is
this noticeable In the work of
‘the reading rooms, and in the
greater appreciation which is now be-
ginning to be shown, of the reference
department, inadequate as this is to
the demands of students made upon it.

The men’s reading room it at all
times of the day full to the extent of
its capacity, an average of thirty to
forty readers generally occupying the
limited space at their disposal.

The ladies’ room is better patron-
ized than formerly, and appears to be
attractive to a moreé thoughtful class
of readers. There have béen fewer
complaints of the ‘fliching of maga-
zines, and with some few, but deplor-
able exceptions, there has been no
reason for considering the privileges
of the room abused. It is now to be
hoped that it will not be found neces-
sary to restrict the use of this room
to adults, as at one time your com-
missioners feared must be the case.

The issue of books from the lending
department has grown to a daily aver-
age -of 196 volumes, as compared with
158 for the pear 1907, 100 for 1906, and
50 for the first months after the open-
ing of the library. s

The indicators have been found a

~wgreat conwvenience to applicants for
fietion, and we would advise the early
extension of this method by adding
two additional stands for the purpose
of registering books other than fiction;
in this «class there are now more than
3,600, double the number available in

19086.
Funds Are Required.

The reference department is still
confined to a few shelves in the alcove
behind the counter, as funds have not
been forthcoming, so far, to admit of
the use of the excellent accommodation
upstairs, but some progress in this di-
rection has recently been made: by

‘‘your council permitting the Provincial

- Natural History Soclety. to o¢cupy one
‘of the rooms. In'return for this privi-
‘lege the society has presented its
library of some 500 volumes, and fur-
niture, including bookcases, tablesand
chairs, so that the room is completely
furnished as an integral portion of the
reference . department without expense
to the city. ° 2

. We would respectfully urge upon the
incoming council the need of supple-
menting the grant to enable a3 new as-
‘sistant to be appointed for the super-
vision of these second-floor rooms,
‘when, as outlined in our last years
report, the Children's Library and
‘Magazine Room could be made avail-
able to the public.

Some changes in the staff have been
effected, Miss Wake retiring from the
post of senior assistant in June, and
‘Miss Stewart, who had received the
appointment of second assistant, tak-
ing her place. M!ss Scott has. been
‘appointed junior assistant. :

The additional help has tended
greatly to the efficient working of the
‘staff; the conscientious and obliging
manner in which their duties are per-
formed being a matter of general ap-
preciation,

A new catalogue has been prepared
and issued by Dr. Hands, which has
proved of much convenience to readers.

‘The favatoriies have been improved
at considerable expense and are now
in irreproachable condition.

Care for Readers.

Your commissioners greatly regret
‘that they have not found {t expedient
to recommend acceding to the many
requests which from time to time are
made for the ase of the ttuosccupied
rooms, for purposes unconneccted with
the objects of 1ne hbratv. They trust
that they will be supported by the pub-
lic in a policy which they fihd from
experience to be in the best interests
of the library, and that their refusal
will be regari~d as neither ungenerous
nor unwise.

They beg in conclusion to extend
their héarty taanks to Dr. Hands and
his assistants, and t> Mi. Walker, the
Jjanitor, whose falthful and willing ser-
vice they feel deservirg of this slight
recognition.

GRAIN EXPORTING
PRACTICALLY OVER

Little More Chartering is Expeocted
Until Next Season—Lumber
Market Active

The grain export season on the
coast is practically ended and little
more chartering is expected until next
season says the San Francisco Com-
mercial. It is reported that vessels
have been. offering at 16s for northern
loading, without takers. The last grain
vessel of the California fleet has salil-
ed and the northern fleet is nearly
cleaned out. British Columbia has
opened up a field in wheat exportations
to Mexico which bids fair to be a
profitable territory, and our merchants
have been looking over the possibili-
ties of the trade, with the result that
a large steamer cargo has been sold
to Manzanillo; it will be loaded at
Portland. The sailing ship owners’
minimum rate will be into effect again
on May 1 unless steps are taken mean-
time to abolish it permanently. Con-
cerning possible rates for the coming
season, it may be stated that the sail-
ing ship tonnage listed from Europe
for the Pacific Coast is unusually
light, that tramp steamer tonnage in
the Orient is scarce and that Aus-
tralia has taken a large amount of
available tonnage out of the market.
In Europe there is an enormous quan-

tity of idle tonnage, but it is not like-
ly to be dumped on the Pacific unless
a strong demand springs up, here. It
would seem that unless .some unfore-
circumstances spring ‘up grain
freights during t early part of the
new season should rule firm.

“The lumber freisht market has
shown a good deal of activity during
the past week, but it is to be taken
as a spurt rather than a healthy im-
proyement. Eureka to direct port
United Kingdom has been at 42s 64;
Portland to United Kingdom for or-
ders at 48s with 1s 34 Jess for direct
port, Eureka and San Francisco to
two ports Australia (steam) at 32s,
and Puget Sound to China (steam) at
80s. Coastwise chartering has quieted
down again, but rates remain steady.

REVOLVER FUSILADE
- AT ESQUIMALT

Robbery ahd Aggravated As-
sault by Early Morning Vis-
itors on Ship Halewoqd

3 (From Wednesday's Deily)
»The British' ship Halewood, one of
the disengaged fleet lying at anchor in
Bsquimalt harbor, was the scene of an
aggravated assault, robbery and fusi-
lade of rifie and revolver shots at an
early ‘hour yesterday morning. O.
Silver, a discharged seaman and an
unknown companion, both of whom
are still at large, stole a shore boat
from J. Day’s boat landing and after
frightening the watchman, went on
board the vessel. They robbed the
mate, Willlam McGowan, beat him
severely about the head and face while
he lay in. his bunk. Capt. Brew, who
ran to the scene when attracted by
the noise, had a revolver—stolen from
the mate—poked in hig face, and was
told to “clear out or we'll ix you too.”
He ran to his cabin to get a Winches-
ter, meanwhile the two men frightened
an apprentice with a revolver into
bringing the ship's gig alongside and
they made their escape in that, firing
a fusilade of revolver shots at the
vessel as they rowed off in the night
while Capt. Brew discharged his Win-
chester several times to attract the
attention of H.M.S. Egeria, on which
the iInjured mate was taken to have
his wounds dressed. He is doing well.
The provincial police are seeking to
effect the capture of the two.

:The discharged seaman was con-
sidered “a bad lot” on board the Hale-
wood. He made some trouble in the
foc'sle a short time ago, being involved
in a cutting scrape, and a few days
ago Capt. Brew pald him off. He is a
Norwegian, and was shipped at New-
castle on the Halewood.

The discharged sailor felt consider-
able ill-feeling against Mate McGowan,
and is believed to have spent the
previous evening drinking uptown,
telling some of those with whom he
was in company what he intended to
do to that mate if - ever e got his
hands on him. He fell in with a com-
panion, name unknown, -and the two
decided to go on board “and fix that
mate.” A boat was found lying at the
landing near Mr. Day's boathouse, and
with this they went off to the ship
and clambored on board. The watch-
man was threatened with many dire
things if he raised the alarm. He did
not do so. The two made fast their
boat and proceeded to the mate’s
cabin. He was asleep when they en-
tered the place and they robbed him of
his gold watch, his Panama hat—which
was not in use—his revolver and a
few other things. Then, taking a be-
laying pin' they cracked the sleeping
mate across the head. He awoke  to
find one of the two men holding him
down in his bunk and raining blows
about his head and face with a belay-
ing pin. His hair was matted with
blood and his nose, eyes and ears
showed marks of the brutal attack.

Capt. Brew was alarmed by the
sound of the scuffle which ensued,
and when he ran into the mate’s room
he had a revolver poked into his face
by one of the two men, while the other
was beating the mate. 'With the shin-
ing barrel of the weapon fronting him,
Capt. Brew was told that he had bet-
ter get out or “we’'ll ix you too.” The
revolver was a good persuader and he
got out, running to his cabin for a
Winchester.

The two men then f{led. They
frightened one of the apprentices by
displaying a revolver and asked him to
get the ship’s gig alongside. Frightened
by the men he did so and the two es-
caped in it, leaving the boat in which
they went off to the vessel tied along-
side.

On coming ashore in the morning
Capt. Brew notified’ the provincial po-
lice and Constables Conway and Car-
ter are searching for the assailants of

the mate and the looters of his cabin,

BRANCH LINES OF NEW
TRANSCONTINENTAL

D'Arcy Tate Here to Look After
Interests of Grand Trunk
; Pacific

“We at the present juncture are ar-
ranging with the governments of the
provinces of Saskatchewan and Al-
berta,” remarked Mr. D’Arcy Tate, the
legal representative of the ‘ Grand
Trunk Pacific company, at the Em-
press last evening, “for the construc-
tion of certain very wuseful branch
lines within the boundaries of those
two provinces, during the coming sea-
son, and government measures will be
submitted in due ceurse in each House
with the view of assisting us to carry
out these important and greatly need-
ed undertakings. Indeed, as a matter
of fact, I see in today's paper that the
bill to this end was brought down in
the Saskatchewan local legislature yes-
terday, and that it is proposed to
guarantee our bonds to the extent of
$13,000 per mile.

“We have three or four branch lines
in immediate prospect, (1) from the
main line of the G. T. P. to Yorkton,
(2) from the main line to Prince Al-
bert and (3) from the main line to
Battleford, (4) from the main line to
Brandon and (5) a short line from
Brandon to Regina, the capital of the

province of Saskatchewan, which’ will’

in point of fact parallel the C. P. R.
and run at an average distance from
it of some twenty o:r thirty miles.
While these various branch lines will
extend over several hundred miles, I
do not think that the total figures will
be quite as much as 700 miles, as has
been mentioned in one of the news-
papera.

“In addition, moreover, to all this
I hgve just completed very satisfac-
tory arrangements with the govern-
ment of Alberta from Wainwright
upon the main line of the G. T. P. and
Coutts upon the American boundary,
running in a very broadened V-shape
via the ambitious and rapidly growing
city of Calgary, by which route we
will connect with the Great Northern
line, from whom we expect to secure
a very considerable quantity of
freight. -1 have further arranged for
the building of a new branch line in
the pravince of Alberta which will run
from a suitable point upon this
Wainwright-Coutts line between Cal-
gary and Coutts and extend to Mec-
Leod, Pincher Creek and the western
boundary of this province, a distance
of 100 miles, and giving us a very
convenient as well as very useful con
nection with the great British Colum-
bia coal flelds in the Crow's Nest
Pass district. g

Aprlied For Charter

“I have already ‘applied to the Al-
berta local legislature for a charter to
enable’ us to construct this line, and
when this has been granted I will
make application to the Dominion par-
liament for the ratification of the
amalgamation of this branch line with
the G. T. P. transcontinental system.
As the other branch lnes which I
hgve Just instanced, measure 350 miles
in length this makes a distance of 450
miles’ of railway in the province: ot

‘Alberta, and of con¥derably dver 1,000

miles “in :the two 'great provinces of
Alberta and Saskatchewan, upon which
we propose to begin construction dur-
ing the season of 1909, and to press
forward vigorously to completion,
while we expect to have 100 miles corn-
pleted, properly equipped and in full
running order during the present year.

“The construction of our branch
lines has, of very necessity, remained
in abeyance, pending the completion
of that great-undertaking, the, build-
ing and the equipment of that portion
of our main line which stretches be-
tween the two notable cities of Ed-
monton and Fort William, which por-
tion of our trapscontinental line will
be in full operation late this summer
and in ample time to carry its fair
share of this year’s crop. We are at
the moment, in order to enable this

to be done, depending upon the com--

pletion of the link on the government
yoad between Winnipeg and the
Junction. This link we, however, con-
fidently expect will be finished by
September next, and we will then be
in a position to carry our plans to a
successful conclusion.

“At the present trme weé have two
portions of our Edmonton-Fort Wil-
liam line in active and prosperous
operation, the 183 miles which le be-
tween West Fort and Lake Superior
Junction, and the 670 miles which ex-
tend from Winnipeg to Wainwright,
and making in all 863 miles of splen-
did highway. These 863 miles of our
road are now being operated under
the management of our construction
department, and we will be in Edmon-
ton in June next. v

Wolfe Creek has in itself a certain
importance, in being the dividing line
between the mountain and the prairie
sections of our transcontinental line,
and quite recently the contract for
the 120-mile sectlon westward of
Wolfe Creek was awarded; while we
expect to let the 120-mile eastward
section within the next few weeks.
The rails upon the 100 miles extending
from Prince Rupert eastward, which
are now being graded, should be laid
before the month of September next
arrives, which will enable us to haul
construction material over it during
the present year.

The distance from Wolfe Creek to
Prince Rupert is 840 miles.

To Look After Legislation.

“I am here,” continued Mr. Tate, “to
superintend as far as this lies within
my province, the enactment of certain
legislation, which is necessary for our
purposes in this province during 1909,
and which will require upon the part
of the government the submission to
the local legislature of a measure re-
lating to the construction of the Paci-
fle Northern and Omineca line, and
connecting with our main line. This
line is under construction from
Kitimat to Kitsalas canyon, and
when this line has been construct-
ed we will be in the happy possession
of a short line which will be intended
purely for passenger service, and will
extend from the capyon mentioned to
the mouth of the Bulkley and Telqua.
For its grade will not be quite low
enough for our. heavy freight traffic,
as it will have a grade of one per cent.

“It is perfectly true that some heavy
rock work will be encountered upon
the main line in the neighborhood of
Tete Jaune Cache, but this will not
at all prevent us securing our extreme-
ly low and wonderfully favorable
grades of 4-10 of one per cent., or 21
feet to the mile, as against eastbound
traffic, and 5-10 of one per cent., or
26 feet to the mile, as against west-
bound traffic, with the slight and very
minor exception of a grade of one per
cent. upon the very short distance of
20 miles in the mountains.

“I have also some adjustments to

arrange in connection with our Prince
Rupert terminal business; to see that
the plan of the townsite itself is re-
gistered and the division of the lots in
question between the province and the
compdny, And in addition to settle
upon’ the mode of selling, as well
as the time, when and the place
where these lots shall be placed upon
the market. The time will, however,
in all probability, be about the 1st of
next May.”

HUGE LUMBER MILL
WILL BE ESTABLISHED

Syndicate Purchases Twenty-
Five Acres on Esquimalt
Harbor

The expendltur_a‘?b‘t upwards of hailf
a million dollars wjll be necessary be-
fore a lumber mill which a wealthy
syndicate has decided to establish on
Esquimalt harbor is in active oper-
ation. While the name of the com-
pany that has purchased twenty-five

acres of land fronting on Thetis cove

has not yet been divulged by those
who are acting in their behalf no se-
cret is made of the fact that they have
procured the property at a figure ap-
proximating $300,000 nor has any
hesitancy been evinced in corroborat-
ing the reports in circulation in respect
to their intentions. It is believed to
be allied with'the scheme to bhuild a
railway from the straits to Barkley
sound.

It 1s proposed to construct on the
site indicated a number of large build-
ings and to install under their cover
a milling plant having as great a ca-
pacity as any in the west, being com-
plete and modern in every detail, and
costing about $200,000. The import-
ance of the proposed industry may be
better guaged when it' is explained
that the promoters are,of -the opinion
that a staff of threes hundred men will
be afforded employment. Just when
the work of construction will com-
mence and other details of a like char-
acter are not available and will not
be made public until the company
concerned has completed negotiations
for other holdings. When all prelimin-
ary business has been closed local
agents assert that the personnel of
those concefrned and full particulars of
what they are undertaking will be
submitted for publication.

In selecting Esquimalt harbor as the
site for this huge manufacturing con-
cern the company, it is stated, have
been influenced by the same reasoning
that has resulted in the recent loca-
tion of several business houses along
the line of the E. & N. railway. They
will have, direct connection with the
road, thus being able to ship with fa-
cility to any point on tlHe continent.
Another and most important point in
favor of the property purchased Iis
that it fronts on deep water. Thus
the mill, after the expenditure of a
comparatively small sum on a wharf,
will be easily accessible by water. It
will be possible to bring logs from
west coast, or from whatever point
they are secured, without difficulty and
steamers or sailing vessels will be able
to load, direct from the factory, with-
out inconvenience.

FIRE IN MESSINA

Ruins of City Are Agaih Swept By the
Fhmes—Peoplce lduffering From
o

Messina, Jan. 19.—Messina was
swept by fire again today. For many
hours soldiers and sallors worked
heroically to keep the flames from
destroying the last remains of the
town, and eventually they succeeded.
The extent of damage cannot be es-
timated, but doubtless much of great
value was burned up in the ruins.
The flames swept through the remains
of the beautiful promenade along the
habor front. The small force of fire-
men were augmented by detachments
of soldiers and sailors from the war-
ships, and pumps angd lines of hose
were brought ashore from the vessels.
The survivors of the earthquake have
been rendered more helpless by the
intensity of the cold. ‘The hills about
are covered with snow, and the refuges
are suffering greatly. The constant
cry is for lumber for the construction
of huts, and the government is doing
everything possible, but the need is
most urgent.

COLD SNAP DAMAGES
THE POTATO CROP

Tubers Hold at High Price Es-
tablished a Week
Ago

While the still further advance in the
prices of potatoes, predicted Dy dealers
last week has not taken place, the price
of the tubers hold at the high level es-
tablished then when values just doubled
owing to the recent cold snap. Present
prices are quoted at $1.50 per sack re-
tail, and $30 per ton wholesale for Ash-
croft and $256 per ton wholesale for lo-
cal potatoes. Advices received from the
ccuntry points to the certainty of great
damage to the potato crop owing to the
recent cold. Many of the pits have not
yet been opened by the farmers who are
afraid of still more cold but those which
have been opened show that a great per-
centage of the potatoes have been
spoiled. TLast week when the advance
took place it was freely predicted that
the price would be put up another notch
and it is now believed that such will be
the case though the advance is not
looked for until present supplies are re-
duced.

Eggs also hold at the recent advance
of 10 cents per dozen for the fresh
Island variety and 6 cents per dozen for
the eastern product. The cold snap was
also responsidble for the advance in this
line of produce but with the milder
weather it is expected that the hens will
lay more freely and prices will come
down to the former level of 50 cents
a dozen for the Isiand product and 35
cents for the imported eggs.

In other lines of produce there have
been few if any changes. The vegeta-
ble list has been augmented by a ship-
ment of vegetables from California. New
cabbage at 5 cents a pound; cauliflower
at 20 cents a head; Brussel sprounts at
15 cents a pound; celery‘'at 10 and 15
cents a head; Hubbard squash § cents a
pound; parsley and mint at 10 cents a
bunch and cucumbders at 25 cents each
have been received from the south, all
of good quality and meeting with ready
sale. Local vegetables are conspicuous
by their absence, there being but a 1it-
tle hot house lettuce and rhubard at 5
cents a head and 20 cents a pound re-
spectively.

In the fruit line few additions have
been made to the list. There are a few
Hawailan pineapples of good quality of-
fering at 35 to 50 cents each and
oranges are plentiful at 15 to 50 cents
a dozen. Bananas are also in fair sup-
ply and of good quality at 35 cents
per dozen. i

Hams are still low in price, retailing
as low as 15 to 17 cents per pound and
ranging from 15 to 22 cents, while ba-
con is unchanged at 25 cents for the
local and 30 cents for imported.
