Stream of Transports on Ancient 
Highway.

There is a broad road which runs 
like a spiral column across the north 
of France, which the British private 
has nicknamed the "Road to Vic­
tory." His fondness for this road la 
perhaps due to the fact that it is 
broader, better paved, and more di­
rect than most other roads, being 
one of those highways which Napol­
eon laid out many generations ago.

Over this "Road to Victory" there 
moves a never-ending procession of 
transport of the most varied charae- 
ter." Standing at a cross-roads, one 
sees first a group of four wagons; 
theirs is a pleasant load, for they 
carry rations—clean, wholesome yel­
low cheeses, sides of prime bacon, 
fresh white bread in sacks, chests of

onions, sides of frozen beef and mut­
ton.

Behind the ration carts follow a 
string of twenty great hooded motor- 
lorries laden with lumber of various 
kinds.
