OF VALUABLETHE ORIF IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

Fishermen Completely Disabled and Un­
able to Do Any Work.

St. John's, N.F., July 4.—The grip has 
reached in this colony thé proportions of a 
severe epidemic. In this city it is not extra­
ordinarily prevalent, but in the outports the 
disease bas attacked whole settlements and , 
deaths have been numerous and sudden. At 
Trinity Bay deaths are taking place every 
day. Hardly anyone is out to the fishery,] 

which would be fair if the people oouid 
attend to it. It is reported that almost the 
entire population of Ferryland is down with 
the disease, sick being forced to attend upon 
sibk, and in Fortune Bay, in the district of 
Bnrgeo, there are hundreds of cases. In 
Dildo, New Ha-bor, Chapel and neighbor­
ing places the" bulk of the people are stricken 
with the disease in its severest form. The 
fishermen are completely disabled. Fishing 
has ceased entirely, and since June 9 hardly 
a man has been able to fish. Many bave 
died, and thé weak and sice have to bury the 
dead. The strongest, when the grip seizes 
them, become weak as children. As yet 
there is no abatement of the disease.
