DK JONG NURDER MYSTERY.

STRANGE DISAPPEARANCE OF HIS
TWO WIFPES. %

Marder Suspected, But Neither of Their
Rodles Found—One Wife Last Seen
Walking Into a Wood With De Jong—
Little Known of His Second Wife—The

. Prisoner’s Suspicious Actions,

AMSTERDAM, Oct. 5.—A reward of 25
florins has been offered by the Magistrate

Miss Juett, who recently mysteriously dis-
appeared in Holland after her marriage
with the Dutchman, De Jong, now in cus-
tody. :

Another reward of 100 florins is offered
by The Echo of Amsterdam for .the dis-
covery of the body of the other missing
woman, Schmitz. The police are still
actively prosecuting their investigations,
but up to the  present no fresh light has
been thrown on the mystery. De Jong, on
being examined, declined to give any in-
formation of the two women, and refused
to state his whereabouts either on July 7
B8, or on Aug. 13 and 31, about which
dates the two women respectively disap-
peared.

Livea Happily Together,

To go back to De Jong’s first appearance
in Holland with his young English wife, it
seems that on June 16 the landlord of the
Hotel Sluis at Arohem received a letter
signed H. De Jong, taking rooms for him-
self and his wife, and on the 18th the
couple arrived. M. Sluis, who had plenty
of opportunities of observing his guests,
says that Mrs. De Jong was a pretty young
woman, who talked gayly and pleasantly
with her husbandsbut became reserved
and  rather s when  strangers
were  present. This was probably
due in great part to her ignorance of
Dutch. The relations between the mar-
ried couple were ulways of the best, and
the manner of one to the other was affec-
tionate, They remained at the hotel until
June 24 and then they left. De Jong paid
bis bill in" English money. During their
stay at Arnhem Mr. and Mrs. De Jon,
made an excursion to Wageningen, an
while they were there De Jong entered into
conversation with an hotelkeeper, whom he
informed that he wasthe owner of a factory
in England, where he had lived many years,
and that he had married his wife after an
engagement lasting six years.

Droppéd Suddenly From Right.

There is a complete blank as to the do-
ings of Mr. and Mrs. De Jong from June 24
to Juky 5, but on the latter date they re-
turued to the Hotel Sluis. There they
stayed two days. On the 17th they again]
left the: hotel, and took, it appears, the
steam tramway which runs to the outlying
suburbs, for they were subsequentiy
seen between Renkum and Heelsum.
Towards 5 o'clock De Jong came back
to the hotel alone and told M.
Sluis that he had left his wife at the sta-
tion, where he intended to rejoin her at
once, as hehad made up his mind to gb to
Antwerp, his family being there. His
boxes were accordingly taken to the sta-
tion, but the hotel porter who had charge
of them says that he saw nothing of Mrs.
De Jong at the station, " and that De Jong
himself, instead of going off by the train,
went into a house of ili-fame,

e Jong Sold Rer Clothes That Day.

Here, as has been subsequeatly learned,
he endeavored to sell some articles of female
wearing apparel for 300 francs. The people

De Jong later on, as the police have since
learned, sold the clothes at different places.
It seems, in fact, that De Jong, so far from
going to Autwerp, remained some weeks at
Arnhem, lodging with his brother, who is in
the building trade. During this time he
visited Cleves, where itis said he sold vari-
ous articles of jewelry, and in the last week
in July-he started for Amsterdam, tellin
his brother that he had obtained a berth as
steward on a boat. It should be added
that the police have found at pawnshops at
Arnhem some dresses which belonged to
Miss Juett. ’
An Engine Driver’s Strange Story,

A strange story is told by the driver,
stoker and conductor of the steam tram-
way atsArnhem, by which Mrs. DeJong
wentaway with her husband on July 7
never to return. They say that on July 6
they saw a lady walking between the rails
in front of the engine. The driver put on
the brake instantly, and the train stopped
in time to save an accident. The
lady then walked off into the wood by
the side of the road, followed by a gentle-
man who had been watching her, with a
smile on his face. They have been con-
fronted with De Jong, and state that” they
believe him to be the man they saw. The
engine driver says the lady seemed to be
deliberately keeping in front of the ap-
proaching train, and his impression at the
time was that she wished to commit
suicide.

told His Second Wife's Apparel,

The disappearance of Miss Schmitz, De
Jong’s second wife, remains as great a mys-
tery as that of Miss Juett. Some people
have asserted that they saw her during the
first week 1n September (that is some time
after her supposed disappearance), but the
evidence on this point seems open to ques-
tion, In any case all her goods and chat-
tels, including her clothes, were sold by De
Jong at Amsterdam.  In a box belonging
to De Joug, which was seized by the police
at a hotel at Amsterdam, was found a
spade with a much shortenéd handle.

BRAVELY HE FOUGHT AND WELL.

Death of An Old.-Time British Nawval |

Captain—Descended From a Long
Line of Naval Heroes, |

Robert Douglas Stupart, captain in the
Royal Navy, who died yesterday at 76 St.
Mary-street, aged 78, was the son of the
late Rear- Admiral Gustavas Stupart, He
was born as Ottery, St. Mary, Devonshire,
where he went to school for some time at
King's College, when the famous Dr.
Cornish  was master., Leaving there he
entered the Royal Navy College at Ports-
mouth, where io remained for two years,
He first went to sea in H.M.8. Winchester.

He was next attached to the North
American Squadron for some years until in
1838 he became lieutenant in H.M.8. Dido,
which was occupied in surveying the Fiji
Islands. At the bombardment of Achre
and Sidon he was lientenant of H.M.S.
Gorgen.  From these two engagements he
brought back many trophies, which his son
still bas in his possession.

After these stirring times Mr. Stupart
became lieutenant of the Wasp and as such
spent some tiine on the west coast of Af-
rica in search of slayers.

He served through the Crimean War as
lieutenant of H.M.S. Powerful.

Shortly after this Captain Stupart re-
tired to Canada as so many British officers
have done. He has remained here ever
since,

Captain Stupart was descended from a
line of naval ancestors. In the middle of
the last century they figure prominently in
the history of the time. The grandfather
of the late captain was an intimate friend
of Lord Coleridge. In the history of the
navy the name Stupart is mentioned in
several places in very honorable terms.

The late captain had a brother, a surgcon
in the navy, who died of cholera hefore
Sebastopol. Two children, a son, Robert
F. Stupart of the Metzorological office, and
a daughter survive Capt. Stupart, who was
a life-long member of -the Church of
England.

Mrs. Stupart died at an advanced age
about a year ago.

JOE HESS vEAD,

The Ex-Pugilist Temperance
Dies From Paralysis,

CrArENDON, N.Y., Oct. 5.—Joseph F.
Hess, the temperance lecturer, died of
paralysis here last night.

Hess was born in Buffalo July 16, 1851,
of Bavarian parents. He early started to
drink and at 17 was in an hospital sufferin
from delirium tremens. Losing a goo
position through his unfortunate habits he
drifted west, and for years was engaged in
living the life of a professional gambler and
prizefighter. Finally he reformed and took
to the temperance platform.
