amount as before. In some cases there 
will be actual cash reductions, but this 
is to be the exception rather than the 
rule, the idea being to give bigger and 
better books than before, which will 
last longer than the old ones, and thus 
constitute a saving.

Pencils also are undergoing a slight 
reduction, and other forms of school 
stationery, especially paper and paper 
books, will come down, some articles 
being 50 per cent, cheaper than hereto­
fore. Text books, however, will stay at 
their present price. The reason for this 
is that they are already being sold at 
a much lower price than cost, the Cana­
dian Government paying the discrepancy 
between the cost of the books at the 
manufacturers and the selling price. It 
is estimated that the small text books 
which parents buy for their children 
at 10 cents have at least 10 cents’ worth 
of paper alone in them, without bind­
ing or printing.

280 WARDS IN MIDDLESEX

Total of 1,000 Children Come 
Under Local Jurisdiction.

Inspector Walter E. Kelly, of the 
Children’s Aid Society, has just com­
pleted an inspection of the society’s 
wards in Middlesex County, having 
motored more than 1,000 miles in his 
visits to the various children. The in­
spection, he states, was most satis­
factorily In every way and he paid a 
high tribute to the care the foster par­
ents are giving to the boys and girls 
in their charge.

"I did not find a single case for com­
plaint, he said. “Including the children 
in Londoh there are 280 wards of the 
society in Middlesex County. One of 
the bright spots in the work, and the 
thing that gives us the greatest en­
couragement, is to see the splendid way 
in which the children are being cared 
for. The foster parents are looking 
after them well and are co-operating 
with the society in every way. They 
could not give their own boys and girls 
any better care than the wards they 
have taken are receiving and it is 
splendid to complete an extensive in­
spection and find no complaint on either 
side."

The total number of children being 
looked after by the London branch of 
the Children's Aid is well over 1,000, 
but many of these are in other counties. 
Regular inspections are made and In­
spector Kelly receives reports regard­
ing them.

CAN CONDUCTORS ON STREET 
RAILWAY LEGALLY CHARGE 

FIVE CENTS FOR A RIDE?
Claimed That By-Law Putting 

Penalty On Collections Has 
Not Been Repealed.

It was discovered at the city hall 
to-day that since By-law 916 has not 
been repealed by the Legislature and 
only superseded as regards the issue 
of seven and nine tickets for a quarter, 
another section of that by-law sets 
forth that any motorman or conductor 
charging or demanding more than the 
fares set forth in the by-law is liable 
to a fine of not less than $5 when 
summoned to police court.

Aldermen looking into the matter to­
day hold that the only way the street 
railway can legally collect straight 
five-cent fares would be on the same 
plan adopted by the City Gas Company 
in collecting a readiness td serve 
charge. That is to say, purely by 
voluntary action on the part of citi­

zens. They may state that the fares 
are five cents straight, and may sell— 
on demand—five tickets for a quarter. 
But any conductor or motorman who 
demands more than the fares set forth 
in the agreement by-law may be sum­
moned to police court and fined for each 
and every such demand.

As agents of the company and under 
the recent Ontario Legislature special 
bill they may demand the five-cent fare 
and put any citizen off a car who 
refuses to pay It. But in so doing they 
become individually liable under the 
city by-laws, was the opinion expressed 
to-day. The point of the whole matter, 
as the aldermen see it, is that the 
Legislature has given relief to the 
street railway and implied protection, 
but through oversight the men re­
sponsible for collecting the company’s 
revenue have not been protected against 
the provision of the street railway by­
law, which has been termed the best 
agreement any city ever secured from 
a corporation and the least observed.

MUSTMTED
Necessary To Comply With New

As the result of the by-law calling for 
lights on all vehicles the garbage de­
partment will be forced to purchase 
lights for the garbage wagons and for 
all the little two-wheeled vehicles which 
the street sweepers use. This Is the 
opinion expressed by City Engineer 
Brazier to-day in answer to a query re­
garding the situation. These vehicles 
will require lights for about one hour 
daily during the winter months, as they 
are on the streets until after 5 o’clock 
p. m.

"A little thing like the purchase of a 
few lights for the garbage wagons will 
not worry us at all,” said Mr. Brazier. 
“Certainly the city will live up to the 
demands of the by-law which was re­
cently passed by the Council. Lights 
will be placed on every vehicle where 
necessary."

Although Chief of Police Blrrell has 
said "the by-law is rather unfair to the 
country residents who drive into the 
city at various times city officials do not 
agree with this view. The general opin­
ion in city hall circles is that the city 
should have enforced such a by-law two 
or three years ago.

It is pointed out that the by-law Is as 
much for the protection of the drivers 
of all vehicles which have hitherto not 
carried lights as for anything else. 
Motorists contend that it is hard to 
avoid striking a buggy in the dark, even 
with the exercise of the greatest care. 
When all vehicles have lights the danger 
of accidents will be materially lessened, 
it is believed. The by-law is now in 
the hands of the police department to be 
enforced.

God wants us Westerners, who have 
faced five seasons' failures, to remem­
ber that although the material Is 
needed we are not an absolutely indis­
pensable part of the nation."

These words were used last evening 
by Rev. Howard P. Whidden, LL.D., 
president z of the Brandon College, 
Brandon, Man,, to illustrate in thë 
course of a sermon preached at the 
Talbot Street Baptist Church that a 
nation is not merely made up of a 
mass of people and their moneys and 
possessions, but that certain spirits 
and traditions and customs and ideals 
play a vital part in the constituting of 
a nation.
CANADA’S NATIONAL DAY.

Touching on Dominion Day, Canada’s 
national day, as an introduction to his 
subject, Rev. Whidden took his text 
from Isaiah, “the righteous nation 
which keepth truth may enter in.” He 
said "there is a great belief in the value 
of personal religion at the present time, 
but those who are a Christian people 
must carry the Christian spirit in the 
whole cotnmunity and nation.

It is very hard to define what is a 
nation. It cannot be said that the sum 
of eight million people in Canada con­
stitutes a nation. A nation is an inde­
finable something handed down In 
spirit, thought, ideal and tradition. 
While we can not define a nation we 
can say that Canada is not only all the 
people that think they are Canadian 
citizens. We have in this country four 
or five great sections not yet solidified. 
MORE THAN WEALTH

A nation is more than all the people’s 
wealth and the possible wealth of the 
country. It is more than all the 
wealth of the seas and streams and 
forests, and yet it is these things prop­
erly held in trust for the building of 
the nation that help to form the nation. 
With regard to ideals the coming of the 
war brought a great change, and we 
forgot the spiritual ideals actuating 
those at the front,* and many of those 
ideals "were sacrificed at home.

It is things moral and spiritual that 
count. It is the people and the boys 
and girls who constitute the nation of 
the future who count. If we are to 
have a religious nation it must be right 
in its thinking and right in Its creed. 
Two Incompatible conceptions of God 
helped to make the Great War. We 
must not rest on the glory of the past 
achieved in that war, but we must pre­
pare for the future.

London Motor League Will Combat 
Wholesale Summonsing by 

County Police.
In the event of county constables in 

some of the districts around London 
resuming the activity which resulted 
last summer in so many car owners 
being fined the London Motor League 
will take prompt action. Last summer 
for a time summonses were being issued 
wholesale and it was stated to The Free 
Press that at times constables and 
magistrates in some sections made 
hundreds of dollars a month. Many of 
the motorists preferred to settle the 
cases by paying costs and not appearing 
in court, and as there were at times 
from 50 to 75 charges a day being laid 
the "costs ran into large figures.

"So far this season there have been 
no complaints from motorists regarding 
persecution on the part of county con­
stables," said Secretary Eddie Bernard, 
of the Londpn Motor League to-day, 1 
“hut if there is any repetition of last 
year’s wholesale charges and any per­
secution is shown the matter will he 
taken up immediately with the attorney- 
general.”

London's city revenues were increased 
by $33,369.45 during the past year from 
police court fines. The cost of the 
police department was $131,633.73, and 
the court itself cost $7,848.42. Duiing 
the year $8,883 was paid over to the 
Provincial Government, of which $6,300 
was received from violators of the 
Ontario Temperance Act.

Pupils Will Have To Depend On 
Own Initiative.

SUNDAY VISITORS HAD 
GREAT DAY AT THE PORT

PORT STANLEY, July 2.—Even as 
yesterday was the record Saturday of 
this season for crowd», sports and 
amusements, so to-day has been the 
record Sunday. The beach was simply 
a mass of humans at leisure, hundreds 
dabbling in the ever-cool waters, as 
many more basking In the warm sun­
shine, while others chose to seek cover 
under the broad sun shades which the 
L. & P. S. R. have recently added to 
Its free public conveniences, these 
shades being erected in the sand along 
the water front.

This, of 
course, does not Include the bathers 
who come direct from their cottages 
already dressed for the dip.

In 
the center, tinder the beautiful shade 
trees, was the R. C. R. Band, sur­
rounded by hundreds of Intent listeners 
from all parts of Ontario.

Collegiate students who failed last 
week to pass all of their final examina­
tions will not have the advantage of a 
summer school In wlfich to study for 
their supplementary examinations next 
fall. In the interests of economy the 
Institution of a vacation school has been 
abandoned this year and pupils will 
have to depend on their own initiative 
and private tutorship to qualify tor the 
tests after the holidays.

Last year the summer school was 
initiated for the first time and proved 
decidedly popular during Its six weeks’ 
course. The average dally attendance 
of students, who were “plugging” on 
one or more subjects, was 84, and, 
through the Instruction furnished them, 
the majority were enabled to write off 
their "sups" and be promoted intoffthe 
next year.

Pupils who failed on the matriculation 
examinations come under the jurisdic­
tion of the department of education, 
but those In the first and second year 
can be passed on the approval of the 
teachers if they pass supplementary ex­
aminations. In this way students of the 
lower school are helped who may not 
be deemed to be sufficiently well pre­
pared for promotion, but too well pre­
pared to repeat their year.

The Board of Education, however, de­
cided that it would be impossible to 
continue the summer school for another 
year because of the expense involved. 
Salaried teachérs made It too expensive 
an institution when money was re­
quired in other directions.

spots, as well as two wading pools in 
the city. The third pool is at Dexter’s " 
dam and although" not supervised, is " 
known to hundreds of lads to-day, as. 
well as those of other generations. It’ 
may be brought under the control of ,’; 
the playgrounds commission shortly 
and properly supervised like Birkett’s.

The wading pools where the little ones 
find safe respite from' the hot weather 
are situated at Thames and Queen'S' 
Parka.
