CAPT. BOOTTB REPORT ON THE DISASTER.

Ottawa, Dec. 26.—Capt. Scott who wa* 
appointed commissioner to investigate in­
to the cause of the wreck of the govern­
ment steamer Princess Louise, reports the 
finding of the court as follows : In obed­
ience to an order-ln-coimcil# directing the 
undersigned to hold a court to investigate 
into tho Canadian Government ship. The 
Princess Louise, wrecked near Point Prim, 
Digby county, Nova Scotia, on tbe morn­
ing of December 3rd, I caused the master 
of the Newfield, tbe mate and engineer of 
the Princess Louise, and the two survivors 
to appear before me at Halifax to give 
their evidence. In this investigation I 
have been assisted by two old experienced 
ship masters Capta. Prichard and Thomas 
of the Board of Examiners of master and 
mates in St. John, New Brunswick. After 
reciting the facts of this lamentable wreck 
by which eight lives were lost, Captain 
Scott reports ; “Sceiug that the barometer 
had been falling since noon, and that Cap­
tain Guilford bad a valuable charge 
his bands, it was a grave error in judg­
ment not to attempt to carry tho ship into 
a place of safety before nightfall. When 
thé Princess Louise left Cumberland Btsin 
she ought to have been better prepared for 
the voyage ; her how anchors should have 
been shackled on board and all ber sails 
ben I to be used in case of necessity. It is 
now impossible to ascertain why these 
things were omitted. When the hawser 
parted it was impossible for tbe Newfield 
to afford any assistance to the Princess 
Louise, as it was as much as slic could do 
to pave herself, but had the sails been 
bent in the new ship they both could have 
proceeded on their voyage with the wind 
abaft the h«-am.” This finding is concur­
red in by Capt. Prichard, and Capt Thomas. 
—St. John Sun.
