A Gigantic Cave.

There is a cave or grotto of gigantic pro-
portions at Maple Grove, Hants Co., ex-
tending from the intervale at Mr. Andrew
Hayes, inland a considerable distance, which
is one of the phenomenal curiosities of that
place. The orifice of the cave is about 40
feet wide, and 20 feet high, but when the
cave is penetrated, it opens out to formidable
proportions, in which are pools snd lagoons
of water.

Parts of the
wall are perfectly smooth, so much so that
hundreds of hands are written on them by
parties who visited the place. The grounds
ajacent to the cave are a favouri‘e resort for
picnics, and no fewer than five hundred peo-
ple visited the cave last summer.

Mr. Andrew Hayes, accompanied by a
party of explorers, went into the cave several
yeara sgo. They were under ground for
several hours, and said it must be a full half
mile from the entrance to the head of the
cave. Others, however, who have recently
explored that place, say there is another
orifice in the cave which runs in another
direction, than the main one.

Parties who have explored the cave say it
is awfully cold and immensely large. Tour-
ists and travellers will no doubt visit that
natural curiosity, when the Midland R. R.

from the road,
