BRIDGETOWN TEMPERANCE
SPEAKS.

WORKER

At the annual se n of the Massa-
chusetts Grand Division, S. of T.,
held in Boston last week, Fred E.
Bath of Lynn, formerly of Bridgetown
was elected one of the grand officers
for that state. Mr. Bath’'s many
friends here will be glad to learn of
his activity, interest and services in
Division work, and will also be inter-
ested in the following clipping from
the Boston Post, which shows our
former townsman fighting a losing
game in the deliberations of the Grand
Division. !

“The Grand Division, Sons of Tem-
perance of Massachusetts, which has
been in existence nearly 60 years, de-
cided yesterday to permit dancing at
any of the meetings of the subordi-
nate Divisions.

There are 63 of these subordinate
Divisions and cach has a church affil-
iation.

For more than half a century the
Sons of Temperance have frowned up-
on the dance, asserting that it was a
lure, leading to intemperance,

The action of the.Grand Division
last night caused many of the old
members to raise their voices in pro-
test and predict the ruin of the organ-
ization.

The meeting at which this important
action was taken was held in Tre-
mont Temple.

Grand Patriarch Tucker of Boston
introduced the resolution and was sup-
ported by the Boston chapters of the
organization. The Lynn delegation,
led the opposition, and was support-
ed by most of the delegates who live
outside- Boston.

Mr. F. E. Bath of Lynn said he was
opposed to dancing and remarked:

“It will turn the Sons of Temper-
ance rooms into a dance hall; it will
cause the members to have short
meetings so they can have a long
dance, and worst of all it will bring
in members who come simply for the
dancing. If the only way to keep the
society alive is to sacrifice our prin-
ciples, the soomer the Sons of Tem-
perance go out of existence, the bet-
ter.”

The debate on the dancing resolu-
tion began at 2 o’clock and contin-
ued for more than four hours, when &
vote was taken. The result of the
balloting showed 68 in favor of danc-
ing and 57 opposed.”’—Boston Post.

FURNESS LINE IMPROVE SERVICE.

Messrs. Furness, Withy & Co. have
decided to improve the present ser-
vice between St. John, Halifax and
London, and have bought two of the
fastest steamers of the Cla: line—the
Clan McNab and Clan McKinnon, and
are renaming them Loyalist‘and Evan-
geline. Both of these are smart boats
having been engaged in the Clan line
service between India and England,

In addition to these boats, Messrs.
Furness, Withy & Co. have booked
other boats and will give after May
1st, a ten-day service, which during
the apple season will be increased to
a sailing every week.

It was at first proposed to maintain
a fortnightly service as mow existing
by puiting on steamers carrying 7,000
tons, but after consultation with the
shippers it was found that smaller
boats with more frequent sailings
would be preferable, and Messrs. Fur-
ness are meeting the shippers’ wishes

in that respect.

THE SOUDAN AGAIN.

(Montreal Witness.)

The despatch published on Tuesday
that British troops are held in read-
iness at Cairo to proceed to the Sou-
dan, where trouble is threatened, does
not excite much surprise, for as long
ago as the beginning of March news
had reached London that the situa-
tion in the country which Kitchener
had so efiectually subdued was far
from satisfactory. It is explained
that one cause of the growing trouble
is the incompetence of the civil offi-
cials who have administered afiairs
since the military regime ended. The
new leader in the Soudan, a danger-
ous leader, is Sheikh Senoussi, who
has been working lately on the relig-
ious feelings of the people. An Egyp-
tian officer writing in the London
Express, declares that to offset this
sectarian propaganda the Khedive of
Egypt lately visited Khartoum. He
went “‘in the character of its Moham-
medan ruler, with the political object
of attracting an allegiance which has
shown a tendency to drift towards
local shereefs, or descendants of the
prophet, and to offer a check to the
growth of religious sects, some of
which in the Western Soudan, in Mor-
occo, Algiers and Tripoli, number
thousands and even millions of follow
ers. These sects encourage asceticism,
mysticism and fanaticism.” The same
writer points out that in the Soudan
there is no class antagonism such as
exists betweéen Hindoo and Indian
Mussalman. There are constant inter-
tribal disputes, but they are casily ad-
justed. ““‘Nor there, practically,
any racial hatred between the black
man and the brown man of the Sou-
dan, for the black, or aboriginal, has
become indissolubly associated with
the life of the Arab by intermarriage
and a serfdom accepted for over 5,000
years; as well an by the Mohammedan
religion, which is common to Hamite,
Senate, and negro alike north of elev-
en degrees north latitude, and em-
braced by many more South African
nations beside.”” The announcement
that troops have been made ready for
war indicates that the situation has
not improved since the Khedive's vis-
it, and that coercive measures may
be necessary. This is not a time in
which Great Britain will want any
additional trouble on her hands, but
a great empire having interests in so
many quarters must expect difficulties
to arise at almost any moment.,
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SEMI-TROPICAL CLIMATE FOR N, S,

New York, April 19—A Quebec des-
atch says a notable enginecring pro-
ject is being discussed there. It is
proposed to close the Strait of Belle
1sle, between Newfoundland and Lab-
rador by building a breakwater over
it at the narrowest part, where the
channel is 10 miles wide and 150 feet
deep.

The benefits expected are that the
shores of Quebec, Anticosti, Cape
Breton, Nova Scotia and Prince Ed-
ward Island would become veritable
gardens in which semi-tropical fruits
and vegetables would flourish, and
that the part of Labrador west of
the causeway would have a climate as
salubrious as that of France, being in
about the same latitude.

The thoery has the weight of prac
tical experience on its side. The ar-
gument is that Belle Isle Strait is the
channel or doorway from the north
by which icebergs, floes and the frigid
waters from Greenland and the Arctia
ocean find their way to the Gulf of
St, Lawrence, chilling its area, caus-
and generally imparting to the region
a semi-Arctic aspect.

As. conditions now are, with this
sea-way open, the ice begins to drift
toward the end of November, and the
navigation of the gulf is then extreme
ly difficult until the following May.
If this channel were closed it is main-
tained that little ice would be for-
med in the gulf during the winter for
then the frozen plains and chilly wat-
ers would be forced out into the At-
lantic ocean and along the east side
of Newfoundland.

The staff of in-
structors includes the best teaching
talent of the Maritime provinces. In
the laboratory and field work the
most improved methods of scientifia
teaching will be illustrated by emin-
ent specialists. In addition to regular
study, there will be several delightful
excursions upon the St. Croix river
and to other places of interest. The
mornings will be devoted to class-
work, the afternoons to laboratory
and field work and the evenings to
popular lectures, musical and other
entertainments. Students will be giv-
en an excellent opportunity for add-
ing to their collection of plants, in-
sects and minerals.

These pleasant excursions, under the
guidance of able professors with con-
genial companions all bent upon im-
provement, cannot fail to largely in-
crease the usefulness of teachers.
