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—The British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety, the American Bible Society, and
the National Bible Society of Scotland
have lately joined hands in Japan
through a United Committee, which has
the entire charge of their affuirs ; and in
China, in conncction with the prepara-
tion of the Union Version. The com-
bined result of this year's work by the
three societies may be given thus :

—The total amount received from the
Goverrment for Indian schools during
the last five years by the Methodists bas
been $33,345 ; the Episcopalians, $102,-
000 ; the Friends, $140,000; the Con-
gregationalists, $183,000 ; the Presby-
terians, $286,000, and the Roman
Catholics, $1,989,000. The Methodists
and Baptists will in the future refuse to
accept any appropriations from the
public funds.

—The statement has a strange and
ominous sound, that the American
Home Missionary Society feels con-
strained to expend as much in Massa-
chusetts, one of the smallest and oldest
of the States, as in Wushington, cne of
the largest and youngest of the Stetes,
and into which the tide of emigration
set last year,

—Perhaps no religious sect in this
ecsuntry is more vigorous, considering
its size, than the Jews, During the last
ten years they have nearly doubled the
number of their congregations, while
tho membership bas increased from
50,000 to 130,500, and the synagoguno
property from $3,549,697 to 9,754,257,

—There aro now 18 missions of the
Amorican Missicnary Association among
the Chineso in California, Sixty.five
joined the Church during the last year,

and about 300 Christians are conneeted
with the missions. Their offerings f.;
Christian work for the fiscal yey
amounted to $6,290.40. If funds c;nl'j
be supplied, a lurge number of efficicrt
Chinese Christians could be putin tryp.
ing for missionary service in their owy
land.

—The Roman Catholic Chureh is gk,
ing strenuons cfforts in the Tuited
States to win the negro race, and wity
skilful methods, as well as no inconsig.

tion is called for. And on January 1,
1891, 21 churches were set apart It;r the
use of colored Catholics, with 34 Ppriests
in charge. During 1890 baptism wes
administered to 4883 children angd
adults, From the same report wo lam
that in 115 schools 8280 children were
in attendance. Over 20 dificrent sister.
heods are in charge of theso schools,
of whom 2 are composed of colored
women—the Oblates of Baltimore, and
the Holy Family Sisters of New Orleans.
There are, moreover, a foundling asy.
lum, 6 orphanages, 3 industrial schools,
a guild for mervant girls, an scademy,
and a home for the aged, The Catholic
negroes are put at 152,692,

—The American TUnitarian Associa
tion reports the expenditure last your
of $72,998 for work in different secticss
of the United States, $11,401 for ths
Japan Mission, $9300 for Southiern and
Indian work.
